Qualifications

To be eligible for this scholarship, an applicant must:
· Have graduated from one of the (12) participating high schools: Connally, Gholson, Harmony Science Academy, LaVega, Mart, McGregor, Meyer (Rapoport Academy), Moody, University, Valley Mills, Waco High and West.
· Be accepted or enrolled at an accredited college or university in Texas.
· Demonstrate financial need.
Scholarships are awarded without regard to race, gender, religion or ethnicity.
Awards

The award is for a 4-year renewable scholarship.  Brazos scholars receive $2,500 each year in scholarship funds for up to 4 years, they are enrolled in college and maintain a satisfactory GPA to help pay for tuition, fees, textbooks and supplies.   .
Submission Material

· Applicant must submit a signed, completed application.
· Applicant must include 2 typed one page essays in answer to the specific questions provided within the application. 
· Applicant must include high school transcript that includes all completed coursework (i.e. high school credits as well as any college credits earned through AP or Dual Credit classes) as of Dec. 31st.

· Scholarship finalists may be interviewed prior to selection for the scholarship.
