Challenged Reading Materials Policy

Criticized books should first be brought to the attention of the building librarian or the teacher who assigned the reading, who in turn will consult with the building principal. If the issue is not resolved, the “Request for Clarification of Printed and Published Materials” form must be filled out by the initial requesting person and submitted in writing to the Superintendent for submission to the Board of Education. A committee made up of the librarian, and faculty members appointed by the Superintendent will consider allegations submitted. The faculty members of this committee will be in the subject matter field of the reading material being challenged and include the teacher who assigned the reading. All parties involved in the challenge must read the material in question in its entirety. The challenged reading material will be judged by the committee as to its conformity to the Medina School District Book Selection Policy.
