Project Child Find

New Jersey recognizes the importance of providing services to children with special needs through its Project CHILD FIND efforts.  Toward this end, our school district is trying to identify children with a delay or disability who are not receiving services and may be eligible. 

· Children from birth to three years of age may be eligible for early intervention services, if there are concerns about the child’s development.

· Preschoolers three to five years of age who appear to have problems with communication, motor, social-emotional, or learning areas may be eligible for free and appropriate preschool programming and related services.

· School age students who have problems with learning, cognition, communication, and social-emotional areas may also be eligible for free and appropriate special education programming and related services.
