-Interpret and apply basic geometrical foundation terms.


	-Measurement activity using acrylic ruler and paper.

-Foundation Terms identification sheet.

 -Building your foundation block using color pencils, paper, scissors, and glue to create the ‘Churn Dash’ block.  Self evaluation.
-Cut squares and triangles using rotary cutter, self-healing mat, acrylic ruler and specifications on size.

-Select and Prepare fabric for cutting, piecing, and quilting.

-Become skilled at basic piecing and sewing through intersections. 

-Become skilled at sewing triangles and bias edges together.
-Become skilled at chain piecing and strip piecing. 

-Become skilled at constructing a block with pieces that do not match exactly. 
-Become skilled at constructing a block with curved edges.

	-Construct 12 different blocks for the quilt including: 
      9 Patch, Rail Fence, Court House Steps, Shoo Fly, 
       Friendship Star, Honey Bee, Churn Dash, Double  

       Nine Patch, Ohio Star, Grandma’s Fan, 8 Point

       Star, Card Tricks.  

Each block is graded individually at completion. 

-Add sashing to sampler quilt to keep blocks from competing with each other and unifies the quilt. 

-Cut and add borders, based on size of the bed quilt is being made for. 

-Layer quilt backing, batting, and top correctly then tie holding all layers together. 

-Make continuous straight of grain binding and sew through all 3 layers using a walking foot.  

-Hand sew the binding to the backing fabric. 

-Using Adia cloth and the counted cross stitch method create label identifying who made the quilt, the date, and the place it was made.  Attach label to the back of the quilt using the blind hem  stitch.
