Highlights of the LIU Board Meeting of April 2, 2019
(  Call to order:  The following members were present:  Sue Heistand, Patrick McDonald, Michael Miller, Cory Nade, Paul Politis, Mark Schur, Suzanne Smith, Michael Wagner and Carlos Wampler.
(  Dr. Jeffrey West, Executive Director-Elect, attended the meeting virtually.
(  Matthew McLaughlin, LIU Staff Developer, provided an overview of the Quiz Bowl, which is used in LIU academic competitions. 
(  As required by Act 39 of 2018 of the Pennsylvania School Code, all Board members received a report on the results of recent testing of drinking water at the LIU Central Office
(  The Board adopted the Teller’s Report of Votes on the General Operating Budget for 2019-2020. 

(  The Board adopted a resolution to grant electronic signature authority to Dr. Jeffrey West, effective May 1, 2019.  

(  An agreement was adopted with Northern York County Regional Police Commission to provide a School Resource Officer for the York Learning Center. 
(  The Board approved submission of the following grant requests:
· $23,850 – through the United Way to support the Franklin County Literacy Council.
· $25,000 – through the Adams County Community Foundation to support the Adams County Literacy Council. 

(  The York Learning Center School Calendar for 2019-2020 was adopted.

(  A new job description for Data Systems Supervisor was presented for review. A recent resignation made it possible to repurpose the former position and incorporate responsibility for the new Student Information System within the Special Education Division. 
(  Approval was granted to use committed fund balance for capital improvements to replace storm drains at the LIU Central Office at a cost not to exceed $6,000.

(  In personnel actions, The Board accepted 4 retirements, and appointed staff to fill 1 professional and 3 support positions.
(  In other business actions, the Board approved all Financial Reports comprised of the Treasurer’s Report, Check Register, Payroll Report, and Budget Transfer Report.
