This report is designed to identify dollars committed to EBE firms by ethnicity and gender as prime or subcontractors.  You will notice the following EBE activity during for the second quarter of 2008 (April - June) Please note that no construction or maintenance contracts were approved during the month of June:


$13,457,538 was expended on contracts awarded as reflected in the monthly legislative reports year to date (2nd quarter 2008)


$4,317,326  was awarded to all EBEs – the focus is to award more contracts to EBEs as prime contractors


Ethnic Minorities (MBEs) = $2,229,884 or 16.6%; (0) contracts were awarded to MBEs as prime contractors


White Females (WBEs) = $1,567,628 or 11.6%; three (3) contracts were awarded to WBEs as prime contractors 


Certified White Males (DBEs) = $519,814 or 3.9%; one (1) contract was awarded to DBEs as prime contractors


Total contracts awarded to EBEs serving as prime contractors is ($617,540 or 4.6%) and as subcontractors ($3,699,786 or 27.5%)


MBE firms realize great success as subcontractors while WBE firms continue to lead the way as prime contractors 


MBEs, overall, had the greatest commitment for EBE utilization on the construction projects


The commitment for EBE utilization overall for the 2nd quarter of 2008 is 32.1% (1st quarter commitment was 25.4%)  a 26.4% increase


This high EBE attainment could be contributed to the fact that there were very large projects this quarter and the average goal for each project was 17%


Of the 26 contracts awarded 20 bidders exceeded the established EBE goals (4 as prime contractors and 16 by race-neutral efforts)
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
