This report is designed to identify dollars committed to EBE firms by ethnicity and gender as prime or subcontractors for formally bid contracts in construction.  You will notice the following EBE activity during for the fourth quarter of 2008 (October - December):

$2,235,705 was expended on (7) contracts awarded as reflected in the monthly legislative reports for the 4th quarter of 2008
· $175,058  was awarded to all EBEs – the focus is to award more contracts to EBEs as prime contractors however that was not accomplished this quarter
· Ethnic Minorities (MBEs) = $46,848 or 2.1%; (0) .contracts were awarded to MBEs as prime contractors
· White Females (WBEs) = $973,730 or 14.8%; (1) contracts were awarded to WBEs as prime contractors at $466,800
· Certified White Males (DBEs) = $0 or 0.0%; (0) contract was awarded to DBEs as prime contractors or subs
· Total contracts awarded to EBEs serving as prime contractors is ($466,800 or 7.1%) and as subcontractors ($1,416,374 or 21.5%)

· MBE firms seem to realize greater success as subcontractors while WBE firms continue to lead the way as prime contractors 

· WBEs, overall, had the greatest commitment for EBE utilization on the construction projects (14.8%)
· The commitment for EBE utilization overall for the 3rd quarter of 2008 is 28.6% (2nd quarter commitment was 32.1%)  a 10.9% decrease
