COURSE DESCRIPTION:


Economics is a natural part of our daily lives, and this course is designed to help you understand how the economy operates, and affects you, by examining a variety of issues ranging from small businesses and money management to global economics.  You will discover that the economic decisions you make every day affect the larger economy of the community, the nation, and the world.  This class is required to graduate high school.  You must pass with a minimum of a 65%.
SUPPLIES NEEDED

1. Textbook (provided) MUST BE COVERED

2. Notebook, pens, pencils, (needed every day)

3. Basic Calculator

4. Binder (1 1/2 inch) 

5. Chromebook (fully charged).  You cannot change seats to charge your Chromebook during the pandemic.

Final Grade:  combines the 2 quarters (40% each) and final exam (20%)

If you maintain a 90% average or higher over the course of both semesters I will exempt you from the final exam.  Otherwise, all students will be required to take the final exam.

HOMEWORK POLICY:

All homework assignments are due the day they are due.  If you are missing from school, you must turn in the assignment the day of your return.  If you are working remotely the day the assignment is due it is still due for you.  You must hand in the assignment that day or it will be counted as late.
Grading Policy

All assignments will follow the school policy regarding COVID-19.  All assignments not handed in at their appropriated time will be marked as late, losing 10%.  Each day late will take 10% off each day.  After five days (including weekends and holidays) it will be a zero.

EXPECTATIONS:
1.  Respect others at all times.
2. Be on time for class every day.  We have limited time together; let’s make the most of it!

3. Participate in class, you will get out of it what you put into it.

4. All students will have their agendas with them at all times.  You will not be allowed in or out of class without it.

6. NO CHEATING!  It is disrespectful to yourself and the person you are cheating from.  This includes any plagiarized research reports, using other student’s answers, or even copying homework!  Any cheating will be reported to the administration and your parents, and further disciplinary action may be involved.  As seniors, you will be expected to know how to cite all your work and create a proper bibliography.
7. You must follow all safety protocols established by the school regarding the COVID-19 pandemic.  Please see the document entitled “Standard Practices for both classroom/virtual Economics instruction and environments” for details.
TEACHER AVAILABILITY:

I am here most days after school.  Please be aware that I may only be in the classroom from periods 6 through 9.  The best way to get in touch with me is by emailing me or by contacting me on Google Classroom.  This is especially true when you are working remotely.  If you email me a question, I will try to get back to you as soon as possible.  However, understand that I may not get back to you right away.  If you have a question about a project or confused on material, email me sooner rather than later and not the night before an assignment is due.

PARENT EXPECTATIONS:
• Once your child is set up for their Zoom meeting please allow them to attend the session by themselves without interruption, as would happen with a classroom session.
