Expectations:

Frequent and consistent study is essential for success in a foreign language.  

Homework will be assigned regularly and it is due at the start of the next class.
When a student is absent, he/she is responsible for obtaining the assignment upon his/her return.   
Missing/late/Incomplete homework consequences:

If student refuses to complete assignment or attend detention in 210-student referral to Dean of Students

******While students are encouraged to work together in study halls for general homework assignments from the workbook, they are not permitted to copy from each other. There will be no credit awarded for copied work.  Student may be asked to complete a new assignment in teacher's presence for credit. 


Oral presentations will be announced and prepared ahead by the student. They will be performed in front of the class and may be videotaped at times.


Active class participation is also essential for success in a foreign language.  It is not enough to attend class. Each student will be expected to participate several times per class in Spanish. Sometimes it may be a simple yes/no response, drawing the content for comprehension, etc.  Volunteering is also necessary- no matter how shy you are!  Class time is meant for the student to put into practice what he/she has been learning and reviewing.  Participation also means actively taking all notes- notebooks will be collected and checked each quarter. A positive attitude toward learning is required each day.


Effort includes the amount of work and quality of work completed by the student outside and during class!  A good work ethic is essential!!!!!

Preparation each day for class is necessary to participate actively. Students must bring all required supplies and assignments to class each day or their participation grade will be affected, as well as their preparation and homework grade.  Students may also lose travel slots and or be assigned detention for repeatedly coming unprepared to class.


Finally, assessments will be given at the end of each topic unit. All major tests and quizzes include listening, speaking, reading and writing sections.  Quizzes will be given after drill and review of any smaller chapter topic or vocabulary section.  The grading focus for Spanish I B will be on the effort made to comprehend and participate in Spanish, not necessarily on the perfection of the response😊
