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What Are the Steps?
1. Get documents for filing guardianship
2. Fill out petitions required-medical has to filled out prior to court

3. Decide if you need attorney or “coach”

4. Fill out any waiver document for court fees

5. Check all documents for accuracy

6. Submit paperwork and receive court date

7. Court appoints ward an attorney

8. Go to hearing  
9. Present waiver forms for fee waiver at hearing
