Homework, Practice Work, and Notes:  
Students are responsible for taking notes during class and completing practice problems assigned.  Homework is also periodically assigned especially if you don’t finish your classwork.  All work must be shown for each problem and uploaded.  Practice work and homework may be checked either for accuracy or completion at teacher’s discretion. Evidence of app use will result in no credit.
Most of your work will come from DeltaMath. You must upload your work to that platform and show it the way the teacher shows you how to do it. Points will be deducted for each day it is late.  NO missing work will be taken after the unit test.  

Grade Replacement for missing work:
Practice work grades will only be replaced if you pass the quiz or test. 70-79 = 60 grade replacement,                80 - 89 = 70 grade replacement and 90-100 = 80 grade replacement.
Calculators:

A calculator is highly recommended for this course.  Please note that calculators will not be provided in class and students are not permitted to use their cell phone as a calculator.  The recommended calculator for this course is the TI-36X Pro.  These calculators have features that make things easier for students (fraction button, simplifying radicals and fractions, etc.)   
Assessments:  
Assessments will be given throughout the semester to help students track mastery of course standards. Students who are absent from school the day before an assessment will be held responsible for taking the assessment at the scheduled time.  Missing a review day does not excuse you from taking an assessment.  Students with an excused absence on an assessment day must follow up with me within two days of returning to school to schedule a makeup assessment.   
Please note that cell phones / electronic devices will be collected prior to all quizzes/tests and will be returned to the student when all tests/quizzes have been turned in.  
Attendance / Make-Up Work:  

Attendance is extremely important.  You miss valuable class discussions that help you master standards being taught during this time.  It is the responsibility of the student to make arrangements to make up missed work or assessments and secure all notes from classmates.  Class time will not be spent completing makeup work.  If you are absent you must meet with me to find out what work was missed.  Students who receive OSS or choose OSS over ISS will not be able to make up missing work for a grade.
Midterm / Final Exam:  

The Midterm and Final Exam are cumulative.  I highly recommend reviewing past material periodically, so you are not overwhelmed reviewing for exams.
