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For the 2024-25 school year we are offering the Hockinson Assurance Program (HAP) as a way for families to greatly reduce the financial risk if a Chromebook is accidentally damaged or lost. This program is completely voluntary but students who opt-out must still complete and submit the enrollment form, choosing the "Decline" option.

The Hockinson Assurance Program works as follows:

1. Prior to Chromebook distribution, parents make a payment of $20 to enroll in HAP.
a. This payment can be waived if a family qualifies for free or reduced school lunches and submits the “Consent to Share” form. If you need assistance with this form, call the District Office at 360-448-6400.

2. In the event a student’s Chromebook is damaged from a non-negligent accident, repair costs will be waived and the device will be repaired at no cost to the student. Accidents must be reported to the school Media Tech within one week of occurrence.

3. If a student’s Chromebook is damaged due to willfulness or negligence, the repair is not covered by HAP and will result in a fine. Fines will be assigned based on required repairs or replacements. Examples of items that are not covered by assurance include but are not limited to: removing parts from the device, intentional screen scratching, defacing the device, device dropping after being left on a precarious surface, etc. If there is uncertainty about the willfulness or negligence of the damage, building and/or district admin may make the determination.

4. Defective devices will be repaired at no cost to the student and will not count as an assurance repair.

5. In the event a Chromebook is lost or stolen, the standard fine for full replacement value of the device will be reduced to $150 provided the loss is reported to district technology staff within one week of loss or theft. At this time fines are applied and the student will be given a replacement device. This will count as one of the student’s two assurance repairs for the year.
a. In the case of a stolen Chromebook, if a copy of the police report containing the device’s serial number is submitted to the school, the device fine is fully waived and will not count toward their assurance usage. The school Media Tech can provide the device’s serial number.

6. 2024-25 HAP coverage lasts from August 2024 orientation through orientation in August 2025.

7. Other exclusions:
a. Device accessories (charger, cases, etc.) are NOT covered by HAP. If device accessories are damaged or not returned, a fine will be issued. Defective charger bricks or cables will be replaced at no cost.
b. Provided protective cases must be kept on their device at all times. Removal of any part of the protective device case voids assurance.
c. [bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]If a student leaves the district but does not return the Chromebook, they will be fined for the full replacement costs of the device and accessories. Standard rules for the restriction of records and transcripts apply. A collections service may be involved for the purpose of recovering district property.
