BACKGROUND INFORMATION

· This worthwhile voluntary activity consists of cadets who visit and educate elementary and middle school students about social issues such as drug education, dangers of alcohol and tobacco, bullying, peer pressure and staying in school 
· Involvement in developing awareness and providing training on this social issue brings our corps favorable publicity and is a valuable service to the community 
· Cadets can earn an APT badge to wear on the uniform if they participate in one event
PROCESS
· APT is open to all cadets each semester

· Meet in S-15/classroom during lunch on Mondays

· Begin with practice topics to help practice with public speaking and confidence  

· Cadets who show potential in public speaking would be selected to go first

· Contact local elementary schools to set up dates for when to go, preferably during Red 
Ribbon Week

· Take time off of school to travel to elementary schools

· To be eligible to go, cadets must have at least a 2.0 with no failing grades

· Bring awareness of the dangers of drugs, alcohol, and peer pressure to fifth graders

· Cadets would be assigned to groups of 3-4 and cadets can be swapped if grades are not satisfactory 

· Cadets pick their own topics to choose from, if cadets don’t pick one they will be assigned one

· Four cadets go with their own topics to talk about to the kids  

· Give lectures, perform an improve skit and entertain them in an educational and friendly way

· Ask kids questions about our topics and reward them with valuable Air Force prizes

· Eat for our country at Siggy’s restaurant
· Cadets who go to at least one elementary school will receive an APT badge   

IMPACT
· APT helps corps meet/exceed corps goal for community awareness

· On average, team conducts 3-6 elementary school visits per year

· Cadets develop refine/reinforce public speaking skills learned in the classroom

· Cadets earn and proudly wear the APT badge

· Fifth graders become more aware of the dangers of drugs, alcohol, and peer pressure

· Perfect recruiting opportunity for fifth graders; they get to know our unit and could potential 
join when they enter high school
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
