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A Special Meeting of the Lawnside Board of Education was called to order at 7:12 p.m. in the conference room of the Lawnside Public School, 426 Charleston Avenue. Mr. Austin announced that notice of the meeting was sent to the Courier Post, Record Breeze, Philadelphia Inquirer and the Lawnside Borough Clerk as required by statute.  

There was no public participation.

Solicitor’s Report

It was reported that during the design phase of the HVAC conversion to a geothermal system, two manufacturers, McQuay International and Change Air, could provide the unit ventilators required.  Change Air can no longer supply the four tons units as called for in the specifications.  One of the prospective bidders has taken exception to McQuay being the only vendor able to provide the equipment needed for the project.

Mr. Radey offered the following options for the Board’s consideration:

1. Alternate design of two 2-ton units per classroom.  He estimated that this would increase the equipment cost 20%-35% and double the labor cost for installation.  This option will require additional design time in order to revise the construction plans.

2. Alternate design of one 4 ton vertical unit per classroom.  Suppliers have indicated these units cost $12,000, the same as a horizontal unit.  Use of vertical units would block a portion of the windows and require an additional $1,000 per unit worth of duct work for air distribution.  This option also required additional design time in order to revise the construction plans.

Mr. Radey indicated that both options would require additional construction expense and time for redesign and McQuay International is the only manufacturer able to supply the specified geothermal equipment needed for this project without adding additional expense and time.  It is Mr. Radey’s recommendation that the Board maintain the integrity of the existing system and design specifications by accepting McQuay International as the sole product current available and to notify the bidders of this proprietary situation.

A resolution has been prepared by Duane Morris should the Board choose to accept the recommendation of the architect.  Ms. Bridell and Mr. Taliaferro explained the purpose for the resolution.

RESOLUTION OF THE LAWNSIDE BOARD OF EDUCATION

AUTHORIZING THE USE OF PROPRIETY GOODS FOR THE HVAC

REPLACEMENT PROJECT FOR THE LAWNSIDE PUBLIC SCHOOL

WHEREAS, the Lawnside Board of Education (“Board”), through the passing of Resolution #30-2010, is desirous of entering into a contract to commence an HVAC Replacement project involving renovations and additions to the Lawnside Public School; and

WHEREAS, at the time the bid specifications were prepared for the project, the Board consulting engineer determined that there were two manufacturers of ventilation equipment that would be able to meet the bid specifications of the project; and

WHEREAS, thereafter, and before bid opening, the Board became aware that one of the manufacturers no long manufactures the specified ventilation equipment and will not participate in quoting pricing for the project; and

WHEREAS, the Board has been advised through a written certification from the Board’s Architect on the project that the remaining manufacturer, McQuay International, is the only manufacturer that will be able to supply geothermal equipment as project specified to continue the conversion in the school district to a geothermal system for heating and cooling under a district plan begun in 2005, and without adding additional expense and time; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.A.C. 5:34-9.1(a), the Board determines from the certified information provided that the McQuay International equipment are the only goods capable of meeting the Board’s existing geothermal conversion needs as specified because no other manufacturer now makes the specified ventilators other than McQuay International, and there is no equivalent in the absence of the second manufacturer; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to N.J.SA. 18A:18A-15 d, the Board determines from the certified information provided that use of McQuay International’s equipment is directly related to the purpose of the HVAC Replacement project, and the Board’s existing investment in geothermal conversion requires the use of the McQuay International equipment to maintain the integrity of the geothermal conversion plan and the value of the investment in geothermal conversion.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Lawnside Board of Education that the bid specifications for the HVAC Replacement Project at the Lawnside Public School shall be revised to authorize the use of ventilation equipment from McQuay International as “proprietary goods” under N.J.A.C. 5:34-9.1 and N.J.S.A. 18A:18A-15 d.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the bid opening date shall be changed to Tuesday, March 8, 2011 at the Lawnside Board of Education, 426 Charleston Avenue, Lawnside, New Jersey, 08045 at 2:30 p.m.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that an addendm shall be issued immediately and notice of the revision shall be provided to all potential bidders pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:18A-21 c.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of the certification from the Board Architect serving as a basis for this resolution shall be attached to the addendum and shall accompany the revised notice of bid opening.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that this Resolution shall be kept with Resolution #30-2010.
