WHEREAS, as of the date of the instant resolution, the New Jersey Department of Education has not tendered grant monies previously awarded under the ROD grant to the District; and 

WHEREAS, on September 8, 2011, Fasolino Contracting Corporation submitted an invoice to the District in the amount of $1,026,164.06 which remains unpaid; and 

WHEREAS, said amount is deemed by the Board to be properly due and owing to Fasolino Contracting Corporation; and 

WHEREAS, the Board lacks sufficient funding to tender payment to Fasolino Contracting Corporation  in the aforementioned amount; and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to tender timely payment to Fasolino Contracting Corporation and all other construction project vendors; and

WHEREAS, the projected cost of the renovations to the Lawnside Public School is substantially less than the aforementioned grant award; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT:
