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Flashcards are an important tool for remembering key vocabulary words and ideas.  For this class you will use an online flashcard site called www.quizlet.com.  Once you load your word list you can search for definitions to create your card list and study your words throughout the week at your leisure.  The site is an excellent resource and most importantly it’s FREE!  


Follow these directions to access quizlet:
1. Go to www.quizlet.com
2. Click the sign up button (should be on upper right side)
3. Create a username and password
4. Submit your e-mail address (this is required for quizlet to turn on- they will e-mail you a link to turn the service on)
a. It may ask you to upgrade for $15, this is NOT necessary and I do not recommend you pay for this service
5. Once logged in you can create a stack of cards for each new vocabulary list (add the date on the title to help with organization.)
6. For each weeks vocabulary list you must e-mail me your quizlet list at bhoover@lawnside.k12.nj.us (please include your name and copy and paste the list of words)
a. E-mails are due dates will be announced, this will count as a homework grade!
7. If you are having any technical issues or questions please e-mail me or see me after school and I will be happy to assist.


I guarantee you that if you use the review and word games throughout the week with quizlet you will excel on all vocabulary quizzes!
