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Purpose:  State the purpose of the lab and the problem to be solved.  Use complete sentences.
Background/Research:  Give a brief summary of relevant or important information/research about the topic.  Complete sentences and paragraphs (if necessary) should be used.
Hypothesis:  Using your Background/Research information, predict that outcome of the experiment.  This must be worded in an “if…then” statement and written in complete sentences.
Materials:  List all materials you intend to use during your experiment.  Be sure to note quantity, sizes and other necessary information.

Apparatus:  Create a sketch of your experimental equipment set-up.  This could be one or more drawings, depending on your experiment.  The drawings should be no larger than a standard 8 ½ x 11 inch sheet of paper.  The drawings should be neat, and appropriate drawing equipment should be used (rules, compass, ect…).  Computer generated drawings will be accepted.

Procedure:    In this section, you must use complete sentences.  List in order a numbered, step by step set of instructions you will use to complete the lab.  The procedure should be worded in the past tense.  Every step should begin on a new line.
Data/Observations:   This is where your experimental results will be included.  They may be included in data tables, observation tables, graphs, drawings or in complete sentences.  Computer generated visuals will be accepted.

Conclusion:   A statement accepting or rejecting your hypothesis.  If you reject your hypothesis, you must state a new one based upon the information gained through the experiment.   You should use complete sentences, as well as properly written paragraphs if necessary.  Discussion of experimental errors should be included here.

*Notes*:  

1.  The purpose, background information, hypothesis, materials, apparatus and

     procedure may be identical among lab group members.

2.  Measurable data may be identical, however, written observations and drawings

     should be each students original work.
3.  The conclusion must be original work.

4.  Failure to turn in original work constitutes cheating and will be dealt with as such.

    The student(s) involved will receive a 0 for the assignment.  Parents and the high 

    school principle will be notified.

5.  The report may be typed or hand written, however, reports must be neat and

     legible.  If you know that your handwriting is difficult to read, please use a 

    computer.  They will be provided for you.
