Franklinville/Ellicottville/West Valley football team will play on Thursday November 6th, Ralph Wilson Stadium at 5:30pm against Randolph for the Sectional Championship title. The fall sports awards night was scheduled for Nov. 6th but has been rescheduled to November 13th due to the football game. April met with the eleven students that signed up for baseball. Throughout the meeting the students stated that they could not commit to playing baseball, with the low student numbers they did not want to start the season and end up not having enough players to complete the season. Some of these 
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students have decided to run track this spring.  (April spoke with Franklinville last year about our students joining their baseball team but they had enough varsity players.) She spoke to Franklinville this year and they could use extra players. There is a motion on the agenda for WV students to join Franklinville’s team for the 2015 spring season.  We will have 5 to 6 students going to Franklinville for baseball. George Kazmierczak asked April if she thought there will be transportation issues with West Valley joining Ellicottville for trap and Franklinville for baseball during a similar time frame. The school’s declining enrollment was noted and what our future sports will look like for West Valley based on research. A survey of our 7-12th graders was completed. The 12th graders were included in the survey because those students have experienced years of not knowing if we would have enough to field a team or not. She went over the survey questions/answers and the 2015-2016 projections for sports. The West Valley administration and athletic director have no idea of which district we are going to merge sports with. At this point in time, only information is being collected to make that decision.  On November 17th a community sports forum will be held to hear community comments. The details of club opportunities, transportation, policy and coaches will be discussed once we know which direction the school is going.

Winners of the contest received a $10 voucher to spend at the Scholastic Book Fair. It was a ½ of school for all students. On the agenda is a motion to approve a change of date for the senior trip. There is a list of surplus items on the agenda, some of the items will be discarded and others will go up for silent auction. This Friday the school will have a Veteran’s Day assembly and a small breakfast to honor our local Veteran’s. 
        B.   Principal, Daniel Amodeo reported on the successful turnout for the Halloween parade and students had a ½ day. Staff stayed for the remainder of the day and participated in training for the webpage design and special education. He has ordered 3-8 assessments and January retake regent exams. Scoring of the regents will be done at Pioneer school. This Wednesday night is the fall band concert, Thursday during the school day we will have a distractive driving presentation for high school students, PreK - 4th grades will be attending St. Bonaventure for Mrs. Clauses Holiday performance on December 4th and parent conferences will be held next week.
