Eric Lawton read a letter he received from Catharine M. Young, Senator, 57th District

Dear Superintendents: 
     Since Governor Cuomo presented the 2015-16 Executive Budget proposal, I have heard from administrators and school district officials across our region expressing deep-seated frustration with the Governor’s failure to provide school aid runs. I share your concerns and disappointment that the Governor has chosen to take this hard-line position instead of working collaboratively with school districts during this critical time in your budgeting process. 
     As you know, every year proposed school aid runs allow your district to plan its budget with an anticipated aid increase. I understand the difficult position you have now been put in, and am working diligently to secure expected numbers as soon as possible so you can continue to responsibly develop your proposed budget before the April 21 deadline. 
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    In an effort to assist you with your budgeting process, the Senate Republican Conference has prepared informational estimates using data currently on file with the New York State Department of Education as of November 1, 2014. While we are not able to provide formula based state school aid runs for some categories, we were able to run a projection using the expense-based aid categories.

     Please keep in mind as you review the enclosed materials that pursuant to Education Law § 305 (21) (b), estimates will be revised later this month based on updated claims submitted to the state’s Department of Education by school districts.

     You should also know that my Senate Republican colleagues and I have made the full restoration of the remaining Gap Elimination Adjustment funding our highest priority this year. This continues our fight to correct this destructive fiscal gimmick and bring it to an end once and for all. We will also be fighting to support our small city and upstate rural schools in the final enacted budget by increasing the Foundation Aid.
