VII.    REPORTS
        A.   Superintendent, Eric Lawton reported on eight policy updates that mostly have simple word changes and adaptations to meet new state regulations. 

There is a motion on the agenda to accept, with regrets, the resignation of Cara Abbey.
After a great deal of searching for someone with experience to temporarily fill the position that Mike Ball will be leaving, Ann was able to get Sharon Morton to agree to 
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come in temporary as needed beginning February 24th. She successfully worked for the Ellicottville School District until her retirement three years ago. Ann O’Brien stated that she will be a great stop gap until the position is filled. She has a BOCES employee that will come in once every 2 weeks to do payroll until the position is permanently filled. She asks everyone to please be patient during this transition.
We are hosting an Easter egg hunt on school property with board approval. This will be sponsored by the West Valley Volunteer Hose Company and American Legion on April 4th. 

Congratulations to our Boys and Girls Basketball teams who will be moving on to the playoffs; Boys Wednesday, February 25th, 7pm at Pine Valley.  Girls Tuesday, February 24th, 7pm home against Brocton. 

We hosted a table top meeting on Friday from 9-11am where we discussed the procedures and actions we would do in the event of two different emergency scenarios. One was a train derailment carrying nuclear waste. The second was a person in the building with a weapon. In attendance were 3 firemen – Kevin Murray, Steve Wedvik and John Pfeffer; Bill Sloand, Bob Harrington, Jim Howe and himself. Mike Frascella added that the firemen mentioned to him that they would like to use our facilities for a search and rescue and use our elevator for additional training.  

On Tuesday February 24th Ellicottville will be having a public meeting to discuss West Valley joining their sports teams.
Once again this summer GCC will be offering the Genesee Promise Plus program to juniors and seniors. Juniors are eligible for 1 free class and seniors are eligible for 2 free classes. Matt LaBrake emailed these students with directions on how to register and the class offerings.

Gov. Andrew Cuomo announced Friday morning he’s selected Jeff Belt, president of SolEpoxy, to serve as co-chair of the Western New York Regional Economic Development Council (WNYREDC). Mr. Belt has already contributed so much to this successful team, and I am confident that with his continued help we will see even more growth and momentum in this region,” Cuomo said in a press release.
Joe Abriatis – 2002 graduate of West Valley was recently in the Olean Times Herald 
 headline read:

“West Valley native helping manage Capitol repairs” the article stated the following, 
 “One of America’s most iconic buildings – and arguable one of its most important – is in the stages of a multi –year facelift and a familiar face to many in the Ellicottville and West Valley area is one of its key leaders. Joe Abriatis finds himself high above the National Mall in Washington, D.C., working as a project manager for the Architect of the Capitol (AOC). Its current project – and one of its most publicly visible in recent years – is a nearly $60 million project to restore the U.S. Capitol dome. The dome now stands behind a labyrinthine collection of scaffolding. Mr. Abriatis’ job responsibilities include progress meetings and coordination to ensure the project is done correctly. He’s also on the scaffolding around the dome working with inspectors on a day-to-day basis. He said his favorite part of the job is understanding the importance and magnitude of this project and what it means to the American people.” 
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        B.   Principal, Daniel Amodeo reported on January regents exams results. Supports were put into place for students retaking these exams beginning as early as September. For Algebra students they were enrolled in a Math Foundations class that focused on Algebra during the 1st semester, Students retaking Global History were enrolled into an every other day AIS for the 2nd quarter. Living Environment AIS was provided. 
Our 4th grade class was again selected to participate in the National Assessment of Educational Progress. They will be taking this assessment on Thursday, February 26th at 12pm.

Kyle Woodin and he will be working on developing a list of eligible participants and schedule for Driver’s Education. Limiting the number of participants to 16 or 4 groups will be more efficient than what we did the previous year. 

We have posted for the ELA position and are hoping to receive applicants that have a Master’s Degree in English in order to be able to continue offering JCC English courses in future years. He is currently working with JCC to determine an alternative solution to providing the remainder of the JCC course this year.  Dennis McCauley suggested a special board meeting will be needed to appoint these two positions before the next BOE meeting on the 23rd of March. All agreed. 
        C.  Business Official, Ann O’Brien asked Bob Harrington to present to the board the reasons why the district needs to purchase a 65 passenger bus and a minivan for next school year. The board agrees and a proposition will be on the voting machine.
She went over the General Support section of the budget and answered questions from the board of education.
Nutri Kids will start March 4th.  

Dan Amodeo and Shawna Gugino have been working on providing special education classes here at West Valley instead of sending our students out. She is hoping that by our March 23rd meeting they will have a more defined approach on establishing these classrooms.
There is a need for the Audit Committee to meet before the March 23rd BOE meeting to discuss putting a proposition on for establishing a capital reserve fund.
