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VII.    REPORTS
        A.   Superintendent, Eric Lawton reported on the E-Waste Recycling event that is sponsored by the West Valley Central School Science Department from April 20th through May 7th. The AV items that are on the agenda for surplus will be given to that event. 
There is a need to go into executive session to discuss the employment agreement for Dan Amodeo and there will be business afterwards. 
The district has only had one request for transportation to St. Al’s. We did get a request for Central Baptist Christian, but it was denied as it was over the 15 mile limit. 
I had a discussion with Bill and Barry about hiring summer help once again this year. We still have projects where we can use some extra support with painting, refinishing and repairs and would like to hire four people. 
The prom will be held at Ilio Dipaolo’s on Friday, May 8th. 
We had a great Futures Meeting last night. We will watch a video at the next future meeting which will make us eligible for a grant of up to $5,000 (matching) for community improvement. The next meeting will be May 6th at 6:30pm. We are also going to invite all the area businesses, chamber, town board, realtors and fire company to a dinner meeting on June 11th. We will discuss ways to promote our community. 

        B.   Principal, Daniel Amodeo reported that we currently have 25 students of whom I know will be refusing the state tests over the next 2 weeks. With only 107 students eligible to take the assessments, having only 6 students refuse puts us below the 95% participation rate. I have met with the parents of almost all of the students who will be refusing at this point. 
I am currently conducting formal observations. 
As you may have heard there will again be changes to the APPR. At this point we are unsure of the actual specifics but we do know that we will need to negotiate a new APPR that aligns to the new regulations. 
We are very confident in talking with eligible students that we will be able to fill 16 open positions into the Summer Driver’s Ed program. Ms. Woodin is currently working on a schedule for Driver’s Education and we will begin to formalize this summer’s program by the end of the month. We are not anticipating any issues with having a vehicle available for Driver’s Ed. 
        C.  Business Official, Ann O’Brien reported that we had a rating call with Standard & Poors which resulted in our bond rating staying at the A+ designation. There was also a due diligence call with the bond underwriters, Roosevelt & Cross, which also went well. Through the negotiation process of selling the bonds Roosevelt & Cross was able to obtain good pricing. This is largely due to market conditions that exist right now and the remaining term of our bond payments. 
Final budget shows the estimated revenues and expenditures, as well as the estimated tax returns. There is a zero percent increase in the tax levy.
