Pfeffer, seconded by Kazmierczak, to appoint Kirsten Grube to the encumbered position in the Elementary tenure area, for the 2005-2006 school year:  RESOLVED: that the Board of Education of the West Valley Central School  PURSUANT to Section 3014 of the Education Law and in compliance with Part 30.3 of the Rules of the Board of Regents, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, does hereby appoint Kirsten Grube who holds a permanent certificate to teach in the public schools of New York State, to the one-year encumbered position of Elementary Teacher, effective September 1, 2005 and extending through to June 30, 2006.  BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT during this appointment, the salary and other employment conditions will be in accordance with the salary schedule and other provisions of contract between the West Valley Teachers’ Association and the West Valley Central School District.   7ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
