PRINCIPAL’S REPORT

A. Bonnie Smith yielded the floor to Kyle Woodin who presented a report of the status of the WVCS participation in the  NYS “Healthy STARS” program.  She also proudly displayed the beautiful Bronze Award trophy awarded to WVCS during the ceremonies held in Albany a week ago.  WV is one of only eight schools from throughout the State to be so honored.  
B. The second report was made by Technology Coordinator Cathie Tokarczyk who offered a PowerPoint presentation to everyone in attendance.  The content was the newly revised three-year “WVCS Technology Plan” which needed to be completed and BOE approved in order for the school’s eligibility for US Govt. e-Rate funding to continue.

Following the Technology Plan presentation, Motion by Kazmierczak, seconded by McCauley to approve the Plan as presented, with a congratulatory and appreciative note to the Technology Committee for its outstanding work.  5 ayes, 0 nays, carried.
C. Mr. Paul Haag, WVCS Band Director, accompanied by two Band Students (Hanna Kay and Nina Cardabone) presented a proposed Band Trip to New York City to be held May 5, 6, 7, 2005.  Trip to be organized through “First Choice Travel” with transportation provided by Trailways Coach Co., financed through student fund-raising activities and personal contributions pro-rated to a students individual fund-raising results, and chaperoned by Mr. Haag, Liz Wiley, Jackie Mumbach, Michelle Pfeffer and Loreen Butcher.

BE IT RESOLVED: that the Board of Education of the West Valley Central School PURSUANT to Section 3014 of the Education Law and in compliance with Part 30.3 of the Rules of the Board of Regents, upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, does hereby appoint Andrew Bobseine who holds a PROVISIONAL CERTIFICATE to teach in the public schools of New York State, to a three-year probationary position as Full-Time  Teacher Assistant (In-School Suspension Monitor), effecting October 31, 2005 and extending through November 1, 2008.  BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that during this appointment, the salary and other conditions of employment will be in accordance with the salary schedule and other provisions of the contract between the West Valley Teachers’ Association and the West Valley Central School District.  5 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Motion by Kazmierczak, seconded by McCauley to return to regular session at 8:42 PM.  5 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.
Motion by McCauley, seconded by Kowalski to rescind previous motion and vote on Winter Coaching appointment.  5 ayes, 0 nays, motion carried.

Motion by McCauley, seconded by M. A. Mr. Ahrens gave a report on the current status of the West Valley/Ellicottville Central School Reorganization process.  Next meeting with officials from both schools as well as WNYECS is set for Friday, October 21, 2005 at 10:00PM.  Public comment was limited to an inquiry about conversations  and attitudes evident over the past few weeks (virtually none) and any information from Ellicottville (none); and finance (ECS will front the payment if bills precede the receipt of any grant monies.
B. Motion by McCauley, seconded by Kowalski, to accept the “member initiative grant” of $20,000 from Sen. Cathy Young for the purpose of funding the efficiency/feasibility study for reorganizing the WVCS and ECS Districts.
