English Classroom Guidelines

#1 Take responsibility for yourself, come ready to learn, and give your best each day.
#2 Respect Custer School’s learning environment, property, and people.

#3 Follow the school rules, including all safety protocols.
CLASSROOM BEHAVIOR, UNPREPAREDNESS, INSUBORDINATION, FLAGRANT DISRESPECT
· Class begins and ends at the bell. Please be seated with your supplies out. If there is board work available, start it quietly. Please use the entire class period educationally. You can/should bring other work or a novel to read after your English assignments are finished.  
· Every student must bring the following materials to class daily. If a student must leave to get these required items, that would be a tardy. 

1) text (the novel, handout, packet, or textbook that we are using for the current unit)

2) bound paper (notebook or loose paper in a binder)

3) pen and/or pencil

4) 3 ring binder for handouts

5) multicolor highlighters

6) assignments/materials that are due or being used in class

· Classroom behavior should allow for instruction to take place without disruption. If a student must be removed from the room for behavior which disrupts the safe and productive instructional environment, the school policy for classroom misbehavior, unpreparedness, insubordination, or flagrant disrespect will apply. 

· Minor classroom misbehavior will be handled within the classroom with a verbal warning. Students should correct behavior without delay. Parents may be contacted if issues persist. 
· All classroom guidelines apply when a substitute is in the room. Students will be served automatic detention if a substitute reports misbehavior or lack of compliance.
ABSENCE

· It is your responsibility to make up work. If you are planning an absence or will miss class for a school-related activity, get your assignment and turn it in before you go. If the absence was unexpected, you are responsible for coming to me to get your assignments. 

· You should email teachers or look at online lesson plans when absent to keep up with readings. 
· Assignments due on the day of your absence, including tests you were informed of, are due the day of your return. (If you miss Monday, any work due Monday is due at the start of class Tuesday.)

·  You will have two days to make up work from an unexpected, but excused, absence. Catching up as quickly as possible is essential. Unexcused absences are due on regular deadline. 
· You are responsible for completing current assignments on time when you return.

TURNING IN WORK

· You are responsible for submitting your work on time. Be certain that you place your paper assignments in the inbox corresponding with your class period or share/submit/post electronic assignments on time. You can email pictures of paper assignments from home if necessary.
· You must include the following if you wish to have your assignment graded: First&Last Name, Class-Section, Date, Assignment. This info indicates that the assignment is YOUR OWN work.

· Due dates will be expressed verbally and on the board as well as also posted online weekly. Keep in mind that dates/plans may change. Students are responsible for listening for changes and checking the board/website. If you’re unsure, ask me.
CHEATING & PLAGAIRISM

· Neither is acceptable. This includes using AI to complete an assignment for you, ‘borrowing’ plots/ideas/answers from published works, AI, or classmates, as well as directly copying content and ideas from people and/or the internet. 
· School policy mandates zero credit for all involved and discipline. Multiple offenses escalate consequences.
MISSING/LATE WORK

· Late work should be limited. All work must be in the week it is due. 
· Work not completed by the due date will be entered as a zero in Infinite Campus.
· It is YOUR responsibility to know you have missing work and to keep up when absent. Check the lesson plans online. Check Infinite Campus. Check online learning platforms. Ask your teacher. Email or call.
· If you are gone during the week or miss a test day, you may need to come early, during lunch or after school to make up that work. 
FOOD & DRINK

· You should only have water in the classroom. Please have a cup or bottle with a spill-proof lid.
· You must pick up after yourself and thoroughly clean your area. Do not share with others or distract others. Wait until a non-instructional time to throw away your waste in the garbage can. 
USE OF SCHOOL ELECTRONICS/PROPERTY
· We will often use electronic technologies in class, so ensure that you have read and signed the responsible use policy and follow it at all times. School tech is used for academics. NOT GAMES. 
· School policy and discipline will apply.

· You CANNOT have ANY food or ANY drink when utilizing school devices and labs.

· Any school property will be checked out to you is your responsibility and will be billed if missing or destroyed. This includes textbooks and library books. 
· If you check out a book from my classroom library, it must be returned or paid for before check out.

PERSONAL ELECTRONIC DEVICES – follow school handbook rules
· LEAVE IT IN YOUR CAR OR LOCKER OR ELSE TURN IT OFF AND PUT IT ON THE TRAY! 

· Cell phone/personal computer/e-book/watch use is prohibited during class-time (this includes the halls/bathrooms) except by permission for educational uses. Use the tray for electronics; if you are uncomfortable using the tray, it must be left in your locker/car (otherwise, I better not see/hear it because it will be taken! There is no daily reminder/warning system this year).
· Personal devices, including head/earphones, are to be put away before class begins (ie: the bell) or will be turned over to me. There will be many times when you are allowed to use a music device during NON-instructional times. I will verbally inform you of those times; until then they should be out of sight/use from bell to bell. They may not distract you or others.
· If there’s a substitute in the room or it’s a test/quiz day, NO PERSONAL ELECTRONICS (including watches) ALLOWED. PERIOD.

· Electronics infractions will be taken for the day per school policy. Multiple infractions escalate. 
EXTRA HELP

· My prep is last period. You can also call or email me at the school from home or ask for help in class and before and after school. Lesson plans are posted on the school website.
