Attendance

A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 5 May 2008, at Bloomsburg Middle School, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Prior to the meeting, board directors met at 6:30 p.m. in the parking lot behind the high school to take a tour of the construction progress at the high school.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. David Klingerman, Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Rev. Thomas Light, Dr. Francis Peters, Dr. John Riley, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, Mr. Thomas Tobin, and Mr. Richard Vanderpool.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Daniel Bonomo, Mr. Steve Bressi, Mr. Lee Gump, Mr. Joseph Kelly, Mrs. Dawn Lentini-Brookhart, Mr. David Livengood, Mr. Ryan Moran, Mr. Michael Upton, and Mr. Nick Wozniak.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

At this time, four of Bloomsburg Area School District’s bus contractors, being Mr. Matt Bond, Mr. Dan Davis, Mr. Fred Sponenberg, and Mr. Doug Wagner, addressed the board to voice their concerns about the increase in the cost of fuel and its impact on the business of transporting students to and from school.  They asked the board to consider increasing their contracts by five percent for the 2008-2009 school year.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Purchasing New Mathematics Textbooks 
Mr. Tobin moved to approve the purchasing of new mathematics textbooks for the start of the 2008-2009 academic year, as presented at the 7 April 2008 work session.  Rev. Light seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Out-of-State, Overnight Field Trip Requests 

Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which was then seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve the following two out-of-state, overnight field trip requests:  A request made by Kyla Burns and Nancy Hock for three Bloomsburg High School Future Business Leaders of America (FBLA) members to go to the FBLA National Leadership Conference in Atlanta, GA from 24-30 June 2008, at an approximate cost to the district of $6,448.00; and a request made by Kirk Marshall for three Bloomsburg High School Technology Students Association (TSA) members to go to the National TSA Leadership Conference in Orlando, Florida from 28 June 2008 to 2 July 2008, at an approximate cost to the district of $4,075.00.  The motion was then approved by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of High School Diploma for Korean War Veteran 

Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve awarding a high school diploma to Walter Bolinsky of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania, as he meets the qualifications set forth by Act 187 of 2002, by being a Korean War Veteran and having attended Beaver High School.  Rev. Light seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of Purchase Offer 
Mr. Tobin moved to accept a purchase offer of $1,000.00 for two dual-fuel burners that were salvaged from the high school renovation project, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

PERSONNEL 
Acceptance of Classified Staff Resignations 

Rev. Light made the motion, which was then seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve the following classified staff resignations:  Bloomsburg High School Cafeteria Worker Michael Fulton, retroactive to 25 April 2008;  Bloomsburg High School Cafeteria Worker Tina Vargo, retroactive to 1 May 2008;  and Secretary to the Director of Curriculum & Special Education Christina Kessler, effective 14 June 2008.  (This is an amendment to the 14 August 2008 resignation date the board approved for Ms. Kessler at its 21 April 2008 meeting.)  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Hiring Classified Staff 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to approve the following as classified staff members:  Charles W. Horne of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a Three-Hour-Per-Day Bloomsburg High School Food Service Aide, effective 5 May 2008, pending receipt of Act 34, 114, and 151 clearances;  Carolyn Deski of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a Bloomsburg High School Four-and-a-Half-Hour-Per-Day Food Service Aide, effective 12 May 2008, pending receipt of Act 114 and 151 clearances;  Betty Mae Green of Danville, Pennsylvania as a substitute cafeteria worker, effective 6 May 2008, pending receipt of Act 34, 114, and 151 clearances;  and Tina Vargo as a substitute cafeteria worker, effective 6 May 2008.  Mrs. Fiedler then seconded the motion, which proceeded to pass by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of BASD Van Driver 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Dixie Bowes of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a van driver for Bloomsburg Area School District Van Contractor Lone Derr, retroactive to the beginning of the 2007-2008 school year.  Rev. Light seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Hiring Elementary Principal 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve hiring Michael Pawlik of Shickshinny, Pennsylvania as the W.W. Evans Elementary School/Beaver-Main Elementary School Principal, at an annual pro-rated salary of $74,600.00, and with benefits as per the current Act 93 Agreement, effective on or about 15 July 2008.  Rev. Light seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.
