RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK

EXPULSION HEARING FOR STUDENT A 
At 6:35 p.m., Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to go into executive session for the purpose of holding an expulsion hearing and considering the expulsion of Bloomsburg High School Students A, B, and C.  Rev. Light seconded this motion, which they passed by an affirmative voice vote.  The executive session lasted until 7:25 p.m.    

EXPULSION OF BLOOMSBURG HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS A, B, & C 
After returning to a public meeting, Mr. Tobin moved to combine the expulsion of Bloomsburg High School Students A, B, and C into one motion, and Rev. Light seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote. 

Mr. Tobin then made the motion to expel Students A, B, and C for the remainder of the 2007-2008 school year (19 school days), commencing 14 May 2008, and to direct the administration to assign students to the appropriate alternative education placements and report to the board over the summer regarding the students’ compliance with their placements.  Dr. Peters seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.
