Attendance

A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:02 p.m. on Tuesday, 2 September 2008, at Beaver-Main Elementary School, followed by the pledge to the flag. RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

Ms. Loff, Ms. Stone, and Ms. Thrush addressed the board concerning the state of Panther Stadium.  They voiced concerns regarding the stadium, locker rooms, and bleachers.  
Mr. Honabach made a presentation to the school board about the Classrooms for the Future Grant.  Through this grant, the school district will be receiving $83,441.00.  This funding will outfit four classrooms with laptops, at a total of 117 laptop computers.  Also, Phil Burrell will be a half-time Classrooms for the Future coach for the 2008-2009 school year.  
Separate from the grant, Mr. Honabach told the board it would be beneficial if the district hired one additional technology staff member, to mainly focus on troubleshooting issues within the district.  He asked the board to consider this suggestion.  
NEW BUSINSES 

Approval of Classrooms for the Future Grant  
Rev. Light made the motion to approve the Classrooms for the Future Grant for the 2008-2009 academic year, in the amount of $83,441.00, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Overnight Field Trip Request 
Rev. Light made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Tobin, to approve the overnight field trip request of Kirk Marshall for high school engineering students to participate in the Red Bull Soapbox Race, being held in Philadelphia, Pennsylvania from 5-7 September 2008, at an approximate cost to the district of $200.00.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Homebound Instruction Request 
Rev. Light moved to approve a homebound instruction request for a Bloomsburg Middle School student, effective for at least 20 days.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

PERSONNEL 
Approval of Half-Time Long-Term Professional Substitute 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve hiring Amanda Mills as a Bloomsburg High School Social Studies half-time long-term professional substitute for the 2008-2009 school year, at Step BS 1, at an annual salary of $17,341.00, and with six sick days, as per BASD Policy #405, effective 2 September 2008.  After Mr. Tobin seconded this motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Rev. Light moved to approve the individuals on the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit’s Guest Teacher program list as day-to-day substitutes for the 2008-2009 school year, as presented, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Bus Driver for 2008-2009
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve Trish Campbell as a substitute bus driver for Margaret Sponenberg for the 2008-2009 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of 2008-2009 Athletic Coach 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Jessica Brady of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as an Assistant Fall 2008 Cross Country Coach, at Step 1, and with a salary of $1,086.00, and also as a Winter 2009 Assistant Varsity Girls’ Basketball Coach, at Step 1, and with a salary of $1,492.00.  Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Classified Staff Leave of Absence 
Rev. Light moved to approve a leave of absence for Bloomsburg High School Aide Sue Allen, until 29 September 2008, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Acceptance of Classified Staff Resignation 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Memorial Elementary School Aide Valerie Coleman, retroactive to 27 August 2008.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.
