NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Requests 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve the following out-of-state/overnight field trip requests:  A request by Mark Jones for the Junior High Wrestling team to go to Ithaca, New York to meet with and watch the Cornell University Wrestling Team, retroactive to 25 January 2009; and a request by Sam Bidleman for the Bloomsburg High School Journalism Class to attend the Pennsylvania School Press Association’s annual convention on 12-13 March 2009 in State College, Pennsylvania, at an approximate cost to the district of $1,438.70.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Authorization of Administration to Apply for 2009-2010 Dual Enrollment Grant 

Mr. Tobin moved to authorize the administration to apply for the 2009-2010 Dual Enrollment grant, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Purchasing Stage Curtain Drapes for Bloomsburg Middle School 
Rev. Light made the motion to approve the purchasing of stage curtain drapes for Bloomsburg Middle School, from Decorator Industries/Superior Drapery of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania, in the amount of $3,828.85, with the funds coming from the capital reserve fund.  After Mr. Kuczynski seconded the motion, the motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

PERSONNEL 
Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve the following individuals as professional substitutes for the 2008-2009 school year, at a rate of $70.00/day:  Teresa Drucker of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania; Heather Jones of Berwick, Pennsylvania; Devon Lyons-Shemory of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania; Matthew Mills of Danville, Pennsylvania; Ashley Nagle of Nescopeck, Pennsylvania; Bradley Seltzer of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania; and Cali Toms of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania.  

At this point in the meeting, Mr. Klingerman moved to go into executive session and Mr. Vanderpool seconded this motion.  The motion was approved by a unanimous voice vote, and the executive session lasted from 7:13 p.m. until 7:16 p.m.    

Once the board returned to a public meeting, the motion to approve the professional substitutes as presented was approved by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Classified Substitutes 
Mr. Klingerman moved to approve Rachel Schmidt of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania and Katherine Kurian of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania, as classified substitutes, at a contracted rate of pay of $7.15/hour, effective 3 February 2009.  (Ms. Schdmit’s clearances are all on file, and Ms. Kurian needs to provide the district office with her Act 34, 114, and 151 clearances.)  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Professional Staff Leave of Absence 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Klingerman, to approve a leave of absence for Bloomsburg High School Half-Time Spanish Teacher Jessica Cunningham, effective from approximately 2 March 2009 – 1 June 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Change of Status of Sara Broadt 
Mr. Klingerman made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve a change of status of Sara Broadt, from a day-to-day professional substitute to a long-term professional substitute, retroactive to 5 November 2008.  Her rate of pay will change from $70.00/day to $75.00/day.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Full-Time Custodian 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve hiring Ryan Reigh of Berwick, Pennsylvania as a Full-Time Third-Shift Custodian at Bloomsburg Middle School & Bloomsburg High School, at a contracted hourly rate of $7.50, and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, pending receipt of his Act 114 Clearance, effective on or about 3 February 2009.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.

Mr. Vanderpool moved to adjourn to the work session at 7:35 p.m., and Mr. Tobin seconded that motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
