MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 20 April 2009, in the Bloomsburg High School auditorium, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Rev. Thomas Light, Dr. Francis Peters, Dr. John Riley, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, Mr. Thomas Tobin, and Mr. Richard Vanderpool (arrived at 7:07 p.m.).  Mr. David Klingerman Jr. was absent and excused from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present included:  Mr. Dan Davis, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Mr. Alex Karpinski, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mrs. Denise Recla, Mr. Bill Snavely, and Mrs. Pam Szilagyi.    
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

At this time, Mr. Bill Snavely addressed the board to voice concerns over the PSERS increase all districts in Pennsylvania will be experiencing in the next few years.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Rev. Light moved to approve the minutes of the 16 March 2009 regular monthly board meeting, both 6 April 2009 special board meetings, and the 6 April 2009 work session as presented.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the financial reports for March 2009, and Rev. Light seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Bills Payable 

Dr. Peters made the motion to approve the bills payable for 17 March 2009 – 20 April 2009, ranging from check #00024888- #00025098, including wire transfers amounting to $462,004.23, in the amount of $1,176,842.09.  After Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund from 17 March 2009 – 20 April 2009, ranging from check #00001601 - #00001605, totaling $7,568.87.   Mr. Tobin seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
REPORTS 

Superintendent’s Report 

Mr. Curry reported on the progress being made with the bleachers at Panther Stadium, announced that Bloomsburg Memorial Elementary School Principal Ryan Moran would be appearing on Fox news on 22 April 2009 around 6:45 a.m. to discuss ways to motivate students to read, and he also gave a report on his 100-day plan.  
Student Representative’s Report
Mr. Karpinski reported that Student Council was coordinating a blood drive in May, and that morning, high school students had seen a presentation about the consequences of cyberbullying, inappropriate texting, and drug usage.   
OLD BUSINESS 
Approval of Final Adoption of Policy 113.1 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the final adoption of Policy 113.1: Behavior Support for Students with Disabilities.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Final Adoption of Policy 249  
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the final adoption of Policy 249: Bullying/Cyberbullying, and Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion.  It then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Final Adoption of Policy 201 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Dr. Peters, to approve the final adoption of the revised Policy 201: Admission of Beginners.  A voice vote was then taken, with seven yes votes and one no vote (being Mr. Tobin).  The motion passed.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of First Reading of Policy 216 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve on first reading the revised Policy 216: Student Records and schedule it for final adoption at the 18 May 2009 regular monthly BASD school board meeting.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of First Reading of Policy 815  
Mr. Kucyznski moved to approve on first reading the revised Policy 815: Acceptable Use of Internet and schedule it for final adoption at the 18 May 2009 regular monthly BASD school board meeting, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  
At this point, Mr. Tobin moved to table the motion, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion to table.  The motion to table approving on first reading the revised Policy 815: Acceptable Use of Internet and schedule it for final adoption at the 18 May 2009 regular monthly BASD school board meeting then passed by a voice vote of seven yes votes to one no vote (being Rev. Light).  

Acceptance of Donations 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the following donations:  

· A donation of $93.28 worth of books donated to the Bloomsburg Memorial Elementary School library by the Radice family, in loving memory of Louise B. Evans; 

· A donation of $2,000.00 to the Spring Book Fair from First Columbia Bank & Trust to purchase book fair t-shirts for all students, faculty, and staff; 

· A donation of six Kodak EasyShare digital cameras, valued at $826.02, to the school by the Parent Teacher Organization (PTO); 

· A donation of an Automatic External Defibrillator (AED) to W.W. Evans Elementary School by the Montour Township Police Department; and 

· Books donated to both the Panther Book Club and the Bloomsburg High School library by the Future Educators Association.  

Rev. Light seconded this motion, and it went on to pass by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Memorandum of Understanding 
Dr. Peters made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Town of Bloomsburg Police Department and the Bloomsburg Area School District.  

Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to table the motion.  The motion to table the approval of the Memorandum of Understanding between the Town of Bloomsburg Police Department and the Bloomsburg Area School District passed by a voice vote of seven yes votes to one no vote (being Rev. Light).  

Mr. Vanderpool left the auditorium at this point in the meeting.  

Approval of Audit Corrective Action Plan 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the Audit Corrective Action Plan, based on the 2005-2006 Audit Report, and Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

PERSONNEL 
Approval of Granting Tenure to Professional Staff 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to grant tenure to the following Bloomsburg Area School District professional staff members, as they completed all the requirements of Section 1108 of the Pennsylvania School Code:  Jennifer Flook, Bloomsburg Middle School; Stephanie Gardner, Bloomsburg Middle School; and Faith Halderman, Bloomsburg Memorial Elementary School.  Rev. Light seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to approve the following individuals as professional substitute for the remainder of the 2008-2009 school year: Gregory Cechak, Emily DiSabella, Kimberly Palubinsky, and Tracy Jacobs, and to approve Nancy Hock as a professional substitute at the end of the 2008-2009 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Change of Status for Ashley Marsicano 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve a change of status for Ashley Marsicano, from a day-to-day professional substitute to a long-term professional substitute, retroactive to 26 January 2009.  Rev. Light seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Athletic Coach 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve hiring Carl Bezick Jr. of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a Spring/Summer 2009 Weight Room Supervisor, at a rate of $7.15/hour, pending receipt of his Act 34 and 151 clearances.  The motion went on to pass by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Substitute Bus Driver 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve John Sutton of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a substitute bus driver for FishingCreek Transportation for the remainder of the 2008-2009 school year.  Rev. Light seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Mr. Vanderpool returned to the auditorium at this point in the meeting.
