MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:03 p.m. on Monday, 18 May 2009, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Rev. Thomas Light, Dr. Francis Peters, Dr. John Riley, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Richard Vanderpool.  Mr. Thomas Tobin was not in attendance.    
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present included:  Mr. Dan Davis, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Ms. Melody Dickson, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Alex Karpinski, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mr. Michael Lester, Ms. Ashley Marsicano, Ms. Cristina Mathews, Mrs. Denise Recla, and Ms. Pam Szilagyi.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

Ms. Melody Dickson addressed the board to voice a concern she had about bullying at Memorial.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the minutes of the 20 April 2009 regular monthly board meeting and the 4 May 2009 special meeting and work session as presented.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Dr. Peters made the motion to approve the financial reports for April 2009, and Rev. Light seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Bills Payable 

Dr. Peters made the motion to approve the bills payable for 21 April 2009 – 18 May 2009, ranging from check #00025099- #00025270, including wire transfers amounting to $199,409.83, in the amount of $916,289.54.   Rev. Light seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund from 21 April 2009 – 18 May 2009, ranging from check #00001606 - #00001607, totaling $1,019.12.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Project Fund 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Project Fund from 21 April 2009 – 18 May 2009, ranging from check #00010505 - #00010507, totaling $19,826.26.  Rev. Light seconded the motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

REPORTS 

Superintendent’s Report 

Mr. Curry reported on the status of the bleachers, staff evaluation process, and the future of the gifted program.  He also presented Mr. Karpinski with a plaque of appreciation for serving as the student representative to the school board for 2007-2008 and 2008-2009.  
Student Representative’s Report
Mr. Karpinski reported that the high school’s student council organization had exceeded the targeted amount of blood donated at a recent blood drive.  
OLD BUSINESS 
Approval of Final Adoption of Policy 815  
Mrs. Fiedler moved to remove from the table the motion to approve the first reading of the revised Policy 815: Acceptable Use of Internet, and Rev. Light seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the first reading of the revised Policy 815: Acceptable Use of Internet, and Rev. Light seconded this motion.  The motion then failed by a voice vote of zero yes votes to eight no votes.  
Approval of Final Adoption of Policy 216   
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the final adoption of the revised Policy 216: Student Records.  Rev. Light seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Memorandum of Understanding 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to remove from the table the motion to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Bloomsburg Area School District and the Town of Bloomsburg Police Department.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Mrs. Fiedler then moved to approve the Memorandum of Understanding between the Bloomsburg Area School District and the Town of Bloomsburg Police Department, as presented.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Tentative 2009-2010 Budget 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to approve the tentative 2009-2010 budget.  A voice vote was then taken, with seven yes votes and one no vote (being Mr. Vanderpool).  The motion passed.  
Approval of 2009-2010 Athletic Handbook 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the 2009-2010 athletic handbook as presented, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval to Enter into Tennis Court Agreement with the Town of Bloomsburg 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to enter into an agreement with the Town of Bloomsburg through which the school district will pay $20,000 toward the renovation of the tennis courts and will then be able to use the tennis courts for physical education classes and PIAA athletics free of charge for 10 years.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Budget Transfers for 2008-2009 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to authorize the business administrator to make the necessary budget transfers for the 2008-2009 academic year, and Rev. Light seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Transfer from Unrestricted General Fund to Committed General Fund for 2008-2009 

Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to authorize the business administrator to transfer $200,000 from the unrestricted fund balance to the committed fund balance for 2008-2009, for the anticipated increase in future retirement costs to the district.  Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion and a voice vote was then taken.  The motion passed by a vote of seven yes votes to one no vote (being Mr. Vanderpool).  

Approval of Increase in Cafeteria Prices for 2009-2010
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve at the start of the 2009-2010 school year increasing cafeteria prices as follows:  

· Lunch – Increase by $.15 from 2008-2009 prices to:  

· Elementary - $1.90 

· Secondary - $2.15  

· Breakfast – Increase by $.10 from 2008-2009 prices to:  

· Elementary - $1.00 

· Secondary - $1.10 

The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Athletic Schedule for 2009-2010 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the athletic schedule for 2009-2010 as presented, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of BHS & BMS Handbook Changes 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the changes to the Bloomsburg High School and Bloomsburg Middle School handbooks for 2009-2010, as presented.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Out-of-State Field Trip Request 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve an out-of-state field trip request made by Jason Moser for the eighth-grade class to go to Washington DC on 5 June 2009, at no cost to the district.  Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, which then went on to pass by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Homebound Instruction Request 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion to approve a homebound instruction request for a Bloomsburg High School student, from approximately 18 May 2009 through the end of the 2008-2009 school year.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

EXECUTIVE SESSION 
At 8:19 p.m., Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to go into executive session to discuss personnel, and Mr. Vanderpool seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  The board went back into a public meeting at 8:44 p.m.  

PERSONNEL 
Reappointment of Athletic Director for 2009-2010 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to reappoint William Perkins as the district’s athletic director for the 2009-2010 school year, at Step 14, and a yearly salary of $6,675.00.  Mr. Klingerman seconded this motion and a roll call vote was then taken.  The motion passed by a vote of six yes votes to two no votes (being Mrs. Fiedler and Rev. Light).  

Acceptance of Classified Staff Retirement 

Dr. Peters made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to accept the retirement of W.W. Evans Elementary School Cook Sally DeFrain, effective 10 June 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Reappointment of Assistant Board Secretary for 2009-2010
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to reappoint Business Administrator Michael Upton as the Assistant Board Secretary from 1 July 2009 – 30 June 2010.  Rev. Light seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Reappointment of Board Treasurer for 2009-2010 
Mr. Vanderpool moved to reappoint Bonnie Fiedler as the Board Treasurer from 1 July 2009 – 30 June 2010.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Reappointment of Board Solicitor for 2009-2010
Mr. Vanderpool moved to reappoint Derr, Pursel, Luschas, & Norton as the board solicitor for the period of 1 July 2009 – 30 June 2010, with a retainer fee of $1,100.00 and an hourly rate of $125.00.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Reappointment of Auditor for 2009-2010 

Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to reappoint Forgett & Kerstetter as the district’s auditor from 1 July 2009 – 30 June 2010.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Special Education Teacher 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve hiring Ashley Marsicano as a Half-Time Beaver-Main Elementary School Learning Support Teacher and Half-Time Itinerant K-12 Autistic Support Teacher, effective at the beginning of the 2009-2010 school year, at Step Bachelors 1, and an annual salary of $35,001.00.   The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

INFORMATION  
It was reported that the following items would appear on the 1 June 2009 work session agenda:  2009-2010 Budget, Panther Stadium, and Possible Cancellation of July Regular Meeting.
