MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 15 June 2009, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Dr. Francis Peters, Dr. John Riley, and Mr. Thomas Tobin.  Mr. David Klingerman, Rev. Thomas Light, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Richard Vanderpool were absent from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present included:  Mr. David Cantore, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Dr. Mark Jones (arrived at 8:48 p.m.), Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mr. Michael Lester, and Mrs. Pam Szilagyi.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

Mr. David Cantore addressed the board to voice his support of retaining a blended person at the middle school for 2009-2010.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Dr. Peters moved to approve the minutes of the 18 May 2009 regular monthly board meeting and the 1 June 2009 special meeting and work session as presented.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the financial reports for May 2009, and Mr. Tobin seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Bills Payable 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the bills payable for 19 May 2009 – 15 June 2009, ranging from check #00025271- #00025442, including wire transfers amounting to $269,910.74, in the amount of $845,809.43.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Tobin moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund from 19 May 2009 – 15 June 2009, being check #00001608, totaling $3,815.00.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Project Fund 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Project Fund from 19 May 2009 – 15 June 2009, being check #00010508, totaling $13,656.53.   Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

REPORTS 

Athletic Director’s Report 

Mr. Curry distributed to the board the athletic director’s report from Mr. Perkins, as Mr. Perkins was unable to attend the meeting.  
Superintendent’s Report 

Mr. Curry reported on the revamping of the district’s gifted program.  
OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business to conduct at this time.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Final 2009-2010 Budget 
Dr. Peters made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve the final 2009-2010 Bloomsburg Area School District budget, in the amount of $22,921,349.61.  Tax rates shall be set as follows, with the continuation of existing penalties and discounts:

After discussion, Mr. Tobin made the motion to amend the original motion to approve the final 2009-2010 budget to include the stipulation that there would be a zero-mil increase, keeping the millage rate at 36.2, and that the district would absorb $48,000 from the fund balance, so taxes would not be raised.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Mr. Tobin then made the motion to add into the 2009-2010 budget the approximately $23,000 needed to retain the blended worker full-time at Bloomsburg Middle School.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

At this point, the motion to approve the final 2009-2010 budget, with the two amendments as presented, passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Policy 251 – First Reading 
Mr. Tobin moved to approve on first reading the amended Policy 251: Use of Dogs to Search School Property, and schedule it for final adoption at the next regular monthly board meeting.  After Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Cancelling 20 July 2009 Board Meeting 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which Dr. Riley seconded, to cancel the 20 July 2009 regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors.  A roll call vote was taken, with zero yes votes and five no votes (being Mrs. Fiedler, Mr. Kuczynski, Dr. Peters, Dr. Riley, and Mr. Tobin). The motion failed.  
Approval of Disabled Veteran’s Real Estate Tax Exemption 
Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve the application of Paul Eugene Hunsinger of 798 East Hillcrest Drive in Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania for the Pennsylvania State Veterans’ Commission for Real Estate Tax Exemption.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Act 1 Resolution 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to approve the 2009 Homestead and Farmstead Exclusion Resolution as presented.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Transferring Funds from the Capital Project Fund to the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to approve the transfer of $432,329.22 from the Capital Project Fund to the Capital Reserve Fund, to reimburse for the initial cost of the high school renovation project.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Recommendation Regarding Student A 
At this point in the meeting, Dr. Peters made the motion to go into executive session to discuss a student discipline matter and personnel.  Mr. Tobin seconded the motion, and the motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  The executive session lasted from 8:38-9:00 p.m.  The open meeting then resumed.  

Mr. Tobin made the motion that Bloomsburg Middle School Student A perform community service with the Bloomsburg Area School District from 22 June 2009 – 22 July 2009, and complete all psychological evaluations as dictated.  This recommendation is being made as the result of an expulsion hearing held 10 June 2009.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
PERSONNEL 
Approval of Summer 2009 Swim Staff 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Bloomsburg High School students Caitlyn McCann and Alec Lane as summer swim personnel, at a rate of $7.15/hour.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Change of Status for Dawn Brookhart 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to approve changing the status of Dawn Brookhart from Director of Curriculum and Special Education to Director of Elementary and Secondary Education, effective on or about 1 July 2009.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Acceptance of Professional Staff Retirement 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to remove from table the following motion, which was tabled at the 1 June 2009 special meeting:  Consider accepting the retirement of W.W. Evans Elementary School Fifth-Grade Teacher Deborah Snyder, effective at the end of the 2008-2009 school year.  Dr. Peters seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to consider accepting the retirement of W.W. Evans Elementary School Fifth-Grade Teacher Deborah Snyder, effective at the end of the 2008-2009 school year, and Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  
Mr. Tobin moved to amend the motion to include that the acceptance of Mrs. Snyder’s retirement would be contingent upon the school board receiving a letter from the Bloomsburg Area Education Association (BAEA) stating that this would not set a past practice precedent, and that the letter must be received by 22 June 2009.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
The motion to accept Mrs. Snyder’s retirement, with the contingency, then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Acceptance of Administrative Resignation 

Dr. Peters made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Tobin, to accept the resignation of Beaver-Main Elementary School and W.W. Evans Elementary School Principal Michael Pawlik, effective 17 July 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of Classified Staff Retirement 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to accept the retirement of Custodian Stanley Van Blargan, effective 30 June 2009, and Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Classified Staff Transfers 
Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve the following classified transfers, effective for the start of the 2009-2010 school year:

Dr. Peters seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Paraprofessional 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve Dawn Harvey of Danville, Pennsylvania as a classroom aide for the Emotional Support class at Bloomsburg Memorial Elementary School, at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective at the start of the 2009-2010 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Amending Lindsay Knupp’s Starting Step and Salary 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve amending Lindsay Knupp’s starting step and salary from Bachelors 1 ($35,001.00) to Masters 1 ($36,863.00), effective for the start of the 2009-2010 school year.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Cafeteria Worker 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve hiring Katherine Kurian of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a five-hour-per-day part-time cook at W.W. Evans Elementary School, effective 21 August 2009, at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract.  After Mr. Tobin seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval to Extend Bereavement Leave 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve extending the bereavement leave of Terri Yurko, for seven more days through the end of the 2008-2009 school year, as per Section 9.04 (a) of the current agreement.  Mr. Tobin seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
