A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 7 July 2009, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag. Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler and Mr. Dennis Kuczynski were both absent and excused from the meeting.

NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Act 1 Resolution 

Mr. Tobin moved to approve the amended 2009 Homestead and Farmstead Exclusion Resolution as presented, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Mr. Klingerman made the motion for the board to go into executive session, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote, and the board went into executive session at 7:01 p.m., to discuss personnel and legal matters.  The public meeting resumed at 7:15 p.m., following a motion by Mr. Klingerman, a second by Mrs. Rupp, and a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Extended Learning Agreement for Student A 

Dr. Peters made the motion to approve an extended learning agreement for Student A, which would cost a minimum of $9,180.00 for 180 days of education.  Mr. Klingerman seconded the motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
PERSONNEL 
Approval of Elementary School Principal 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve Christopher Groody of Ashland, Pennsylvania as the Principal of Beaver-Main Elementary School and W.W. Evans Elementary School, at an annual pro-rated salary of $62,000.00 and with benefits as per the Act 93 Agreement, effective 20 July 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Acceptance of Paraprofessional Resignation 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg High School Paraprofessional Deborah Beck, retroactive to the end of the 2008-2009 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of Middle School Learning Support Teacher Resignation 
Mrs. Rupp moved to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Middle School Learning Support Teacher Nicholas Karnes, retroactive to the end of the 2008-2009 school year.  Dr. Peters seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of Cafeteria Staff Retirement 
Mr. Tobin moved the accept the retirement of Beaver-Main Elementary School Head Cook Nancy Bauman, effective 6 October 2009.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Transfer of Paraprofessional 
Mrs. Rupp made the motion to approve transferring Paraprofessional Audrey Crone from W.W. Evans Elementary School to the Middle School Emotional Support classroom.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Middle School World Geography Teacher 

Mrs. Rupp made the motion, which was seconded by Dr. Peters, to approve Roger Boschetto of Berwick, Pennsylvania as a Bloomsburg Middle School World Geography Teacher, at Step 1 Bachelors and an annual salary of $35,001.00 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective for the start of the 2009-2010 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Acceptance of School Director Resignation 
Mr. Tobin moved to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Area School District Director Thomas Light, retroactive to 17 June 2009.  After Dr. Peters seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Part-Time Technician 
Dr. Peters made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve Ryan O’Kane of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a Part-Time Technician, at a rate of $9.00 per hour, retroactive to 1 July 2009, with the stipulation that during the summer, he will not be permitted to work more than 30 hours per week, and during the school year, he will not be permitted to work more than 15 hours per week.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Substitute Maintenance/Custodial Worker 

Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve Alex Karpinski of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a Substitute Maintenance/Custodial Worker, at an hourly rate of $7.25, retroactive to 1 July 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Bills Payable – General Fund 
Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve the bills payable for the General Fund, from 16 June 2009 – 30 June 2009, ranging from check #00025443 – check #00025531, including wire transfers amounting to $291,480.13, in the total amount of $475,847.45.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable – Capital Reserve Fund 

Mr. Vanderpool moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund, from 16 June 2009 – 30 June 2009, being check #00001609, in the amount of $14,692.00.  Mr. Tobin seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.

The special meeting was adjourned at 7:34 p.m., following a motion by Dr. Peters, a second by Mr. Tobin, and a unanimous voice vote.  The work session began immediately thereafter.
