Approval of Computer Technician Resignation 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to accept the resignation of Computer Technician Ryan O’Kane, retroactive to 18 August 2009, and Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  It went on to pass by a unanimous voice vote.
