MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 21 September 2009, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Dr. Francis Peters, Dr. John Riley, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, Mr. Thomas Tobin, Mr. Richard Vanderpool, and Mr. Charles Williams.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present included:  Mr. Dan Davis, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mr. William Perkins, Ms. Denise Stone, Mrs. Pam Szilagyi, and Mr. Mark Vincent.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
Mrs. Szilagyi, Ms. Stone, and Mr. Vincent addressed the board on the topic of Panther Stadium. 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Dr. Peters moved to approve the minutes of the 17 August 2009 regular monthly meeting and the 8 September 2009 special meeting and work session as presented.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to approve the financial reports for August 2009, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Bills Payable 

Mr. Vanderpool made the motion to approve the bills payable for 18 August 2009 – 21 September 2009, ranging from check #00025894 - #00026154, including wire transfers amounting to $333,230.32, in the amount of $1,306,045.47.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Tobin moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund from 18 August 2009 – 21 September 2009, ranging from check #00001616 - #00001620, totaling $135,509.28.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Project Fund 

Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Project Fund from 18 August 2009 – 21 September 2009, being check #00010509, totaling $7,760.00.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.

Athletic Director’s Report 

Mr. Perkins gave a report on fall sports.  
Superintendent’s Report 

Mr. Curry reported on the following items:  Guaranteed Admission at Bloomsburg University, K-12 Foreign Language Program, School Psychologist Agreements, and Lincoln Interactive.  
OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business to be conducted at this time.  
Executive Session 
At this point in the meeting, Mr. Klingerman made the motion to go into executive session to discuss legal matters, and Dr. Peters seconded that motion.  The motion passed by a voice vote of seven yes votes to two no votes (being Mr. Kuczynski and Mr. Tobin).  The executive session lasted from 8:05-8:40 p.m.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of E & S Drawing 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the Erosion & Sediment Drawing, in the amount of $4,675.00, as presented at the 8 September 2009 work session, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a voice vote of eight yes votes to one no vote (being Mr. Klingerman).  Mr. Klingerman said he voted against this motion because by approving the motion, he would be stating that he believes the district should move toward building an entirely new stadium, something which he could not support.  
Approval of Conceptual Drawing 

Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve the conceptual drawing, as presented by The Architectural Studio at the 8 September 2009 work session, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  

After discussion, Mr. Vanderpool moved to table this motion, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion.  The motion to table passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Job Descriptions 
Mr. Williams made the motion to approve the following Bloomsburg Area School District job descriptions as presented:  School Psychologist, Director of Elementary & Secondary Education (revised), Part-Time Computer Technician (revised), Part-Time Technology Data Coordinator, and Department Chairperson.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval to Solicit Bids for Truck 

Mr. Vanderpool moved to authorize the administration to solicit bids for a new pick-up truck for the maintenance department, and Mr. Tobin seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval to Solicit Bids for BMS Security System 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Dr. Peters, to solicit bids for a security system at Bloomsburg Middle School.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Homebound Instruction Request 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve a homebound instruction request for a W.W. Evans Elementary School student, beginning 23 September 2009, for a period of approximately four to six weeks.  After Mr. Kuczynski seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
PERSONNEL 
Acceptance of Cafeteria Staff Resignation 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Kuczynski, to accept the resignation of W.W. Evans Elementary School Part-Time Cook Katherine Kurian, effective on or about 25 September 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Cafeteria Staff 
Mr. Tobin moved to approve Patricia Longenberger as the Head Cook at Beaver-Main Elementary School (six hours per day), at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective 22 September 2009, pending receipt of her Act 34, 114, and 151 clearances, to approve Katherine Kurian as a substitute cafeteria worker, effective 25 September 2009.  After Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to approve the following individuals as professional substitutes, effective 22 September 2009: Allison DiParlo, Jennifer Gustafson, Justine Hull, Mary Reigh, Amber Ross, Betsy Szpynda, and Shawn Welch.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.
