Attendance

A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 5 October 2009, at W.W. Evans Elementary School, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Mr. Kuczynski, Dr. Francis Peters, Dr. John Riley, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, Mr. Thomas Tobin, Mr. Richard Vanderpool, and Mr. Charles Williams.  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler was absent from the meeting.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

At this time, Mrs. Pam Szilagyi addressed the board on the topics of Panther Stadium and faculty recognition.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Acceptance of Fact Finder’s Report 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Klingerman, to accept the fact finder’s report as presented.  The motion failed by a voice vote of one yes vote to seven no votes (being Mr. Klingerman, Mr. Kuczynski, Dr. Riley, Mrs. Rupp, Mr. Tobin, Mr. Vanderpool, and Mr. Williams).  
Approval of Conceptual Drawing 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion to remove from the table the motion to approve the conceptual drawing presented by The Architectural Studio on 8 September 2009.  After Mr. Tobin seconded this motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve the conceptual drawing presented by The Architectural Studio on 8 September 2009.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  

Mr. Tobin then made the motion to amend the motion to include that the drawing be accepted, with increased walking height on the visitors’ bleachers.  Dr Peters seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

The motion, with the amendment, went on to pass by a voice vote of six yes votes to two no votes (being Mr. Klingerman and Mr.Vanderpool).  

Approval of Homebound Instruction Request 

Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which Dr. Peters seconded, to approve a homebound instruction request for a Bloomsburg High School student, retroactive to 18 September 2009, for a period of at least 20 school days.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
PERSONNEL 
Approval of Winter Athletic Coaches  
Dr. Peters moved to reapprove Todd Mrozek and Mark Potora as Volunteer Elementary (K-6) Boys’ Basketball Coaches for the 2009-2010 season.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion, which then went on to pass by unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Paraprofessional 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve Glenda Payne of Nescopeck, Pennsylvania as a Full-Time Bloomsburg High School Paraprofessional, at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective 6 October 2009.  After Dr. Peters seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  Mr. Tobin was not present for this vote.  
Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion, which was seconded by Dr. Peters, to approve Rachel Dennison and Sarah Lenig as professional substitutes, effective 6 October 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  Mr. Tobin was not present for this vote.  

Approval of Professional Leave of Absence 
Mr. Klingerman moved to approve a leave of absence for Memorial Elementary School Kindergarten Teacher Meghan Vognetz, effective from approximately the third week in January 2010 through approximately the second week of March 2010.  After Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of School Psychologist Agreements 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve contracting with John Rossi, Rebecca Mazurik-Charles, and Sue LaBar Yohey for school psychologist services as deemed necessary by the Director of Special Education, effective 6 October 2009.  Mr. Vanderpool seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Transfer of Cafeteria Worker 
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve transferring Cafeteria Worker Nicole Rupert from a two-hour-per-day position to a five-hour-per-day position at W.W. Evans Elementary School, effective 6 October 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

The special meeting was adjourned at 8:23 p.m., and the work session started thereafter.
