Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present included:  Mr. Dan Davis, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mr. Michael Lester, and Mrs. Pam Szilagyi. RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
Mr. Robert Hankes from the Pennsylvania School Press Association presented the staff of Bloomsburg High School’s Red and White with a Keystone State Award.  Only four school newspapers in Pennsylvania were being honored with this award.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the minutes of the 19 October 2009 regular monthly Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors’ meeting and the 2 November 2009 special meeting and work session.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the financial reports for October 2009, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable 

Mr. Tobin moved to approve the bills payable for 20 October 2009 – 16 November 2009, ranging from check #00026343 - #00026517, including wire transfers amounting to $262,278.15, in the amount of $831,875.19.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Kuczynski moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund from 20 October 2009 – 16 November 2009, being check #00001626, totaling $4,205.00.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
REPORTS 

Superintendent’s Report 

Dr. Curry reported on gifted education, stating that the Department of Education recently released new guidelines regarding this topic.  Dr. Curry said he had assembled a gifted education field resource guide to distribute to teachers.  Also, he said he has been talking with representatives from Bloomsburg University about the opportunity to work with them in matters of gifted education.  
OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business to be conducted at this time.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Bleacher Sketches 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve Sketches 6, 7, and 8, relative to the bleacher project, as presented, and Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  Mr. Klingerman said he would be voting no, because by voting in the affirmative, he would have been making a statement that he believed the district should build a new stadium.  A voice vote was taken, with seven yes votes and two no votes (being Mr. Klingerman and Mr. Vanderpool).  The motion passed.  
Approval of Option for Parking 
Mr. Tobin moved to approve Option #1 for parking, as presented, relative to the stadium project.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion, and Mr. Klingerman said he would be voting in the negative for this motion, for the same reason he voted against the previous motion.  The motion went on to pass with six yes votes and three no votes (being Mr. Klingerman, Mr. Vanderpool, and Mr. Williams).

Approval of Athletic Coaches 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Klingerman, to approve Rick Snyder as a Volunteer Elementary Wrestling Coach and Ashley Miccio as a Volunteer Cheerleading Advisor for the 2009-2010 season.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Change to Psychologist’s Step  
Mr. Klingerman made the motion to approve changing the step of School Psychologist Julia Robinson from Step 13 Masters +30 ($52,539.00) to Step 12 Masters +30 ($52,539.00).  After Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion, the motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Paraprofessional Transfer 
Mr. Kuczynski made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve transferring Paraprofessional Audrey Crone from Bloomsburg Middle School to Bloomsburg High School, effective 17 November 2009.  High School Principal Dan Bonomo will be her supervisor.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Classified Substitute 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve Nancy Miller as a classified substitute, effective 17 November 2009, pending receipt of her Act 34, 114, and 151 clearances.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Alternate Act 32 Liaison  
Mr. Vanderpool moved to approve Superintendent Cosmas Curry as the Alternate Bloomsburg Area School District Liaison for the Act 32 county-wide Earned Income Tax (EIT) collection/school and municipal cooperation.  Mr. Upton is the “primary” liaison.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
