Election of Columbia-Montour Area Vocational-Technical School Joint Operating Committee Representative 
Mr. Kuczynski nominated Mrs. Martz to serve as a representative on the Columbia-Montour Area Vocational-Technical School Joint Operating Committee, from 1 December 2006 through 30 November 2009.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.
