Attendance

A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District School Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 5 February 2007 in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. William Hudock, Mr. David Klingerman, Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Mrs. Susan Martz, Dr. John Riley, Mr. Thomas Tobin, Mr. Richard Vanderpool, and Mr. Charles Williams.  

Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Steve Bressi, Mrs. Shelley Crawford, Mr. Lee Gump, Mrs. Karen Hess, Mr. Joseph Kelly, Mr. David Livengood, Mr. Michael Upton, and Mr. Nick Wozniak.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK

PERSONNEL 
Acceptance of Retirement
Mr. Klingerman made the motion to accept the retirement of Memorial Elementary School Principal Karen Hess, effective 3 August 2007, and Mr. Vanderpool seconded this motion.  The board commended Mrs. Hess for her 31 years of service to the district.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Acceptance of Resignation 

Mr. Tobin made the motion to accept the resignation of Part-Time Cafeteria Worker Pamela Haedrich, retroactive to 20 December 2006.  Mr. Hudock then seconded this motion, which passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Professional Substitutes 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the following individuals as professional substitutes, effective 6 February 2007:  Luke Albert of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania; Adam Hoagland of Catawissa, Pennsylvania; and Kristin Marr of Watsontown, Pennsylvania.  Mrs. Martz seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Substitute FishingCreek Transportation Bus Driver for Bloomsburg Area School District
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve Heather Gibson as a substitute FishingCreek Transportation bus driver for Bloomsburg Area School District, effective 6 February 2007.  Mr. Hudock seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Suspension Without Pay 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to suspend Beaver-Main Elementary School Teacher Wayne Beaver from 6 February 2007 through 22 February 2007, inclusive, without pay, for persistent and willful violation of, or failure to comply with, school laws, including official directives and established policy by the board of school directors.  This motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Medical Leave 

Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve medical leave for Beaver-Main Elementary School Teacher Wayne Beaver from 23 February 2007 through the end of the 2006-2007 academic year, as certified by a physician, and Mr. Hudock seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a roll call vote of eight yes votes to one no vote (being Mr. Vanderpool).  

Approval of Retirement 

Mrs. Martz made the motion to accept the retirement of Beaver-Main Elementary School Teacher Wayne Beaver, effective at the end of the 2006-2007 academic year, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a voice vote of eight yes votes to one no vote (being Mr. Vanderpool).  

Authorization of Resolution 

Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was then seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to authorize the following resolution:    

RESOLVED, by the Board of School Directors of Bloomsburg Area School District, as follows:  

1. The Secretary is authorized and directed to advertise Notice of Intent to adopt a Resolution Authorizing the 15 May 2007 Referendum Question and the Levying and Assessing of the Act 1 Earned Income & Net Profits tax in substantially the form attached hereto.  The Notice shall be advertised in a newspaper of general circulation and shall be posted conspicuously at the School District offices.  
2. The School District shall make the Resolution Authorizing the 15 May 2007 Referendum Question and the Act 1 Earned Income & Net Profits Resolution available for public inspection by any resident at the School District administrative offices subsequent to their approval by the Board of Directors.  

Ballot Question:  



Do you favor your school district imposing an additional 0.54% earned income tax?  The revenue generated from the tax will be used to reduce taxes on qualified owner occupied residential properties and on qualified farm buildings by approximately $383.00.  The current school district earned income and net profits tax rate is 1.06%, and the current combined municipal/school district rate is 1.56%.  
The motion, as made by Mr. Tobin and seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Adjournment 

Mr. Kuczynski made the motion to adjourn the reorganization meeting, and Mr. Hudock seconded this motion.  The special meeting was adjourned at 7:16 p.m.
