RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

Tax Collectors Denise Ottaviani and Mary Ward addressed the board to discuss increased payment for tax collectors because of installment payments for property taxes.  
PERSONNEL 
Acceptance of Retirement 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to accept the retirement of W.W. Evans Elementary School First Grade Teacher Susan Frederick, effective at the end of the 2006-2007 school year.  Mr. Kuczynski seconded this motion, which then passed by an affirmative voice vote.  

Acceptance of Resignation 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Tobin, to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Middle School Aide Keysha DeLarge, retroactive to 14 February 2007.  An affirmative voice vote was taken.  

Approval of Aide 

The motion to approve Laurie Keeney as a Bloomsburg Middle School Aide, at a rate of $7.00/hour with benefits as per the Bloomsburg Area Education Support Professionals Association, retroactive to 27 February 2007 was made by Mr. Klingerman and seconded by Mrs. Fiedler.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

OLD BUSINESS 

Bid Schedule for High School Renovation Project 

Mr. Tobin made the motion to direct the superintendent to draft a letter to Mark Barnhardt and the principals of E.I. Associates to state the board’s displeasure with Mr. Barnhardt’s work concerning the time schedule leading up to the bidding and request that the district only be required to pay a commission to the estimated bid price of $10.6 million.  Mr. Williams seconded this motion, which was then approved by a unanimous voice vote.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Primary Ballot Question 

Mr. Tobin made the motion to authorize placing the question on the ballot for the 15 May 2007 Primary Election as indicated:  
“Do you favor your school district imposing an additional 0.54% earned income tax?  The revenue generated from the tax will be used to reduce taxes on qualified owner occupied residential properties and on qualified farm buildings by approximately $383.00.  The current school district earned income and net profits tax rate is 1.06%, and the current combined municipal/school district rate is 1.56%.”  
This motion was seconded by Mr. Vanderpool and then approved by a unanimous roll call vote.

The special meeting was adjourned at 8:00 p.m. and the scheduled work session began immediately following this adjournment.
