MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 16 April 2007 in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. William Hudock, Mr. David Klingerman, Mrs. Susan Martz, Dr. John Riley, Mr. Richard Vanderpool, and Mr. Charles Williams.  Mr. Dennis Kuczynski and Mr. Thomas Tobin were absent from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Joseph Kelly and Mr. Michael Upton.    
Others present were:  Mr. Dan Davis, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Mr. William Perkins, Mr. Larry Sones, and Mr. Todd Vukmanic.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
Mr. Rand Whipple addressed the board to speak on the topic of the learning environment.  

Mr. Larry Sones addressed the board to speak on the topic of student athletic surveys.  

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

The motion was made by Mr. Vanderpool and seconded by Mr. Hudock to approve the minutes of the 19 March 2007 regular board meeting, the 2 April 2007 special board meeting, and the 2 April 2007 work session as presented.  An affirmative voice vote was taken.  
FINANCIAL REPORTS 

Approval of Financial Reports 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the financial reports for April 2007 and Mr. Vanderpool seconded that motion.  The motion passed by an affirmative voice vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable 

Mr. Hudock made the motion to approve the bills payable for 16 April 2007, totaling $995,321.23, and Mrs. Martz seconded this motion.  After discussion, the motion to approve the bills as presented passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 

Mr. Williams made the motion to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund for 16 April 2007, totaling $21,051.19, and Mr. Hudock seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.   
REPORTS 
Student Representative Report 

As the student representative to the board was absent, there was no Student Representative Report given.  

Superintendent’s Report 

Mr. Kelly reported on the Classrooms for the Future initiative.  
OLD BUSINESS 

EI Associates Update/Approval of PlanCon Part F 
Mr. Klingerman made the motion, which was then seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve the following resolution:  

RESOLVE:  To authorize the Administration and the Architect, EI Associates, to prepare and submit PlanCon F (Construction Documents), for the project known as Alterations and Additions to Bloomsburg Area High School, to the Department of Education for review and approval, and release the project for bidding.  

During discussion, Mr. Kelly introduced Todd Vukmanic of EI Associates, who explained PlanCon Part F to the board.  Mr. Kelly, Mr. Upton, and Mr. Vukmanic summarized the meeting between the architect and the school district, which took place on 10 April 2007.  Mr. Williams raised a question regarding bid documents and Mr. Vanderpool inquired about provisions for value engineering and dispute settlement in Columbia County court.  Mr. Vukmanic answered that both do exist.  
After discussion, the motion was voted on by roll call vote, and it passed unanimously.  

Approval of Revisions to Policy 227: Use of Unauthorized Substances 

Mr. Hudock made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, to approve the second reading of revisions to Policy 227: Use of Unauthorized Substances as presented.  
Mr. Kelly explained the proposed changes to the policy.  Mr. Klingerman then voiced concern that the board may be putting itself in a corner with this wording.  Mr. Vanderpool said it would be preferable if the policy had teeth and included a 30-day expulsion for previous offenders.  
Mr. Vanderpool made the motion to amend the original motion to include a change in Section .42 from a 10-day expulsion to a 30-day expulsion.  Mrs. Martz seconded this motion.  A voice vote followed, with five yes votes and two no votes (being Mr. Klingerman and Dr. Riley).  The motion to amend the original motion passed.  
The motion to approve revisions to Policy 227: Use of Unauthorized Substances, with the amendment as approved above, passed with a roll call vote of six yes votes to one no vote (being Mr. Klingerman).  The motion passed.  

NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Purchasing AP Calculus Textbooks 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve purchasing AP Calculus textbooks for the 2007-2008 academic year, and Mr. Hudock seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Purchasing Grade Six World History Textbooks 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was then seconded by Mrs. Martz, to approve the purchase of Grade Six World History textbooks for the 2007-2008 academic year.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Athletics Survey
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to direct the superintendent to distribute the athletic survey as presented to all students who participated in interscholastic athletics during the 2006-2007 academic year.  Mrs. Martz seconded this motion.  

Mr. Larry Sones expressed concerns about the survey and Mr. William Perkins handed out a timeline of the survey’s history, from June 2006 to the present.  Each board member then expressed his/her opinion regarding the survey.  

After discussion, the motion passed by a voice vote of six yes votes to one no vote (being Mr. Klingerman).  
Request for Homebound Instruction 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve homebound instruction for a Bloomsburg Area School District elementary school student, effective 16 April 2007 through the end of the 2006-2007 academic year.  Mr. Williams then seconded this motion, which passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

PERSONNEL 
Approval of Athletic Director 

Mrs. Martz made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Hudock, to approve the reappointment of Williams Perkins as the Athletic Director for the 2007-2008 academic year, at a salary of $6,675.00.  

In the discussion that followed, Mr. Kelly said that at the April work session, he had described three different structures that a district could use in employing an athletic director.  Mrs. Fiedler said she would like more information regarding these three different structures.  Mr. Kelly said that it was his recommendation that Mr. Perkins be retained as the athletic director for the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Williams said the school district needs to save money where it can and that changing the position of athletic director to a part-time one could potentially save the district $5,000-$6,000.  Mrs. Martz said that the current athletic director has made considerable improvements to the district’s athletic programs and Mr. Hudock echoed this sentiment.  
After discussion, the board voted on the motion to reappoint Mr. Perkins as the Athletic Director for the 2007-2008 academic year, at a salary of $6,675.00.  The motion failed, with a vote of four yes votes to three no votes (being Mrs. Fiedler, Mr. Vanderpool, and Mr. Williams).  

Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Vanderpool, to approve the following three individuals as professional substitutes: Nicole Jones of Berwick, Pennsylvania; Kevin Klock of Danville, Pennsylvania; and Amber Snarski of Elysburg, Pennsylvania.  A unanimous voice vote was taken and the motion passed.  
Approval of Volunteer Assistant Football Coach
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve Justin Rawlins of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a Volunteer Assistant Football Coach for the 2007-2008 school year, pending receipt of clearances, and Mr. Klingerman seconded the motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of FishingCreek Transportation Substitute Bus Drivers for Bloomsburg Area School District 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve Jeffrey Jones of Millville, Pennsylvania and Timothy Snyder of Muncy, Pennsylvania as FishingCreek Transportation substitute bus drivers for Bloomsburg Area School District.  Mr. Williams seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Granting Tenure to Professional Staff Members 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was then seconded by Mr. Hudock, to grant tenure to the following professional staff members: Brooke Bowman, Brian McNamara, Tammy Mrozek, and Douglas VanBrunt.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Substitute Aide 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to hire Sheli Wozniak of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a substitute aide, at a rate of $6.25/hour, retroactive to 30 March 2007, pending receipt of clearances.  Mr. Vanderpool seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
