MINUTES

Attendance

A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 9 July 2007 in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were: Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. David Klingerman, Mr. Dennis Kuczynski, Dr. John Riley, Mr. Thomas Tobin, Mr. Richard Vanderpool, and Mr. Charles Williams.  Mr. William Hudock and Mrs. Susan Martz were absent from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were: Mrs. Shelley Crawford, Mr. Lee Gump, Mrs. Karen Hess, Mr. Joseph Kelly, Mr. Michael Upton, and Mr. Nick Wozniak.  
Others present were: Jason Brockman from PFM, Inc., Mr. Michael Lester from the Press Enterprise, and Mr. Tom Smida from Meete-Evans Law Firm.    
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

At this time, Mr. Jason Brockman from Public Financial Management, Inc. and Mr. Tom Smida from Meete-Evans Law Firm addressed the board.  They had originally been scheduled to speak at the evening’s work session, but were asked to make their presentation at this time so it would precede the vote to approve issuance of the General Obligation Note.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Issuance of the General Obligation Note 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to authorize the issuance of a General Obligation Note in the amount of $8,555,000.00 according to the provisions of the resolution as presented.  Mr. Klingerman seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
PERSONNEL 

Acceptance of Resignation of Elementary School Physical Education Teacher 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to accept the resignation of Elementary School Physical Education Teacher Erica Rhone, retroactive to 27 June 2007, and Mr. Klingerman seconded this motion.  It then passed by an affirmative voice vote.  

Acceptance of Resignation of Beaver-Main Elementary School Third Grade Teacher 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Williams, to accept the resignation of Beaver-Main Elementary School Third Grade Teacher Jenna Bauman, effective immediately, and Mr. Williams seconded this motion.  A voice vote was taken, with six yes votes and one no vote (being Mr. Vanderpool).  The motion passed.  

Approval of Beaver-Main Elementary School Third Grade Teacher 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve Kelsey Smith of Berwick, Pennsylvania as the Beaver-Main Elementary School Third Grade Teacher, at Step 1 Bachelors, at an annual salary of $34,242.00 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective at the beginning of the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Williams seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Bloomsburg Middle School Special Education Teacher 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Nicholas Karnes of Orangeville, Pennsylvania as a Bloomsburg Middle School special education teacher, at Step 1 Bachelors, at an annual salary of $34,242.00 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective at the beginning of the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Tobin seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Change of Status of Professional Staff Member 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve a change of status for Bonnie Celmer-Batiuk, from ¾-Time Special Education Teacher at Memorial Elementary School to Full-Time Special Education Teacher at Memorial Elementary School, effective at the beginning of the 2007-2008 school year, at Step 2 Masters, at a new salary of $36,617.00 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract.  Mr. Tobin seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Memorial Elementary School Second Grade Teacher 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Maureen Gotschal of Bloomsburg, Pennsylvania as a second grade teacher at Memorial Elementary School, at Step 1 Bachelors, at an annual salary of $34,242.00 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective at the beginning of the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Tobin seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of ¾-Time Memorial Elementary School Special Education Teacher 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Gregory Fritz of Benton, Pennsylvania as a ¾-time special education teacher at Memorial Elementary School, at Step 1 Bachelors, at an annual salary of $25,681.50 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective at the beginning of the 2007-2008 school year.  Mr. Williams seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Clerk of the Works for High School Renovation Project 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Richard Hueholt of Berwick, Pennsylvania as the Clerk of the Works for the Bloomsburg High School renovation project, at a pro-rated salary of $46,280.00 with medical and vacation benefits according to the support staff employee contract, and Mr. Tobin seconded this motion.  It then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Acceptance of Resignation of Middle School Emotional Support Teacher 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Middle School Emotional Support Teacher Gregory Mentzer, effective prior to the start of the 2007-2008 school year, and Mr. Williams seconded this motion.  A unanimous affirmative voice vote was then taken.  

Adjournment 

The special meeting was adjourned at 7:40 p.m. and the scheduled work session began immediately following this adjournment.
