OLD BUSINESS 

As Dr. Perna had not yet provided Dr. Curry with the revised Guides 4 Learning Agreement, the motion to approve the Guides 4 Learning Agreement as presented at the 22 February 2011 board meeting was not removed from the table.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Request  
Mr. Hock made the motion, which Ms. Mathews seconded, to approve the following out-of-state/overnight field trip request:  

· Technology Students Association (TSA) trip to Seven Springs Resort in Champion, Pennsylvania from 13 April 2011 – 16 April 2011 to attend the TSA State Leadership Conference, at an approximate cost to the district of $2,716.00.    

The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of CSIU 2011-2012 Budget 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mrs. Crawford seconded, to approve the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit (CSIU) 2011-2012 General Operating Budget as presented, in the amount of $1,500,249.00.  The motion passed by a voice vote of six yes votes to one abstention (being Mrs. Rupp, who is employed by the CSIU), and one no vote (being Mr. Hock).  
Acceptance of Donations 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mr. Hock seconded, to accept the following donations:  

· $500 donation from Kiwanis Club of Bloomsburg to purchase Scholastic Book Fair t-shirts; and 

· $500 donation from First Columbia Bank & Trust Co. to purchase Scholastic Book Fair t-shirts.    

The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

PERSONNEL 

Approval of Classified Staff  
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Hummel, to approve Darlene Weaver as a six-hour-per-day cook at Memorial Elementary School, at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, pending receipt of her clearances.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Ms. Mathews seconded, to approve changing the status of Melissa Yocum from a classified substitute to a four-and-a-half-hour-per-day paraprofessional (personal care aide) at Bloomsburg Middle School, at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, effective 8 March 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve a leave of absence for Beaver-Main Elementary School Teacher Taryn Verstraeten, beginning on or about 21 June 2011 and ending on 3 October 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to accept the retirement of W.W. Evans Elementary School Teacher Richard Heydenreich, effective 11 October 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of Support Staff Resignation 
Mr. Hummel made the motion to accept the resignation of Memorial Elementary School Health Aide Christine Barnes, effective at the end of the 2010-2011 school year.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Acceptance of Support Staff Retirement 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to accept the retirement of Memorial Elementary School Head Cook Georgia Crossley, effective 15 October 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Reapproval of CSIU Director 
Mr. Hock made the motion to reapprove Dr. Frank Peters as the Bloomsburg Area School District representative on the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit (CSIU) Board of Directors, from 1 July 2011 – 30 June 2014.  Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a voice vote of seven yes votes and one abstention (being Dr. Peters).  
Approval of Van Driver 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mr. Hummel seconded, to approve Nicole Bingaman as a van driver through contractor Lone Derr, effective for the remainder of the 2010-2011 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Reapproval of Athletic Coach 
Mrs. Crawford made the motion to reapprove Daniel Sevison as an Assistant Baseball Coach for the 2010-2011 season, at Step 6 and a stipend of $1,750.00.  Mr. Hummel seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
