A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 4 April 2011, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag. NEW BUSINESS 
Reapproval of MOU with Police 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to reapprove for the 2011-2012 school year the Memorandum of Understanding with local police.  Mr. Hummel seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Reimbursement for State Swimmers’ Lunches 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Crawford, to approve reimbursing the Bloomsburg Swim Team for meals purchased during the state competition in March 2011, in the amount of $84.80.  The motion passed by a voice vote of eight yes votes to one no vote (being Ms. Mathews).  

Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Requests 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the following out-of-state/overnight field trip requests:  

· Engineering Club trip to Indianapolis, Indiana from 19 May 2011 – 23 May 2011 to participate in the National Robotics League tournament, at an approximate cost to the district of $1,231.80; and 

· Engineering Club trip to Drexel University from 15 April 2011 – 16 April 2011 to participate in an underwater robotic competition, at an approximate cost to the district of $143.00.  

Mr. Hummel seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Authorization of Administration to Solicit Bids to Replace Two HVAC Systems in the Middle School 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Ms. Mathews, to authorize the administration to solicit bids to replace two HVAC systems in the middle school.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Acceptance of Donations 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mr. Tobin seconded, to accept the following donations made to the Bloomsburg Area School District:  

· $500.00 from the Bloomsburg Rotary Club to purchase Book Fair t-shirts for Memorial Elementary School;

Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Dr. Peters, to table the motion to approve transferring $900,000.00 from the General Fund to the Capital Reserve Fund.  This motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Homebound Instruction Request 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve homebound instruction for a Bloomsburg High School student, retroactive to 29 March 2011 and lasting for a period of at least 20 school days.  Ms. Mathews seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Superintendent as Adjunct Professor 
Ms. Mathews made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve Superintendent Cosmas Curry for adjunct professor opportunities with the State Higher Education System, effective 5 April 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Classified Staff Transfer 

Mr. Tobin moved to approve transferring Bloomsburg High School Food Service Aide Pat Magda from a two-hour-per-day position to a four-hour-per-day position, effective 5 April 2011.  Mr. Hummel seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
