MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 15 August 2011, in the district office board room, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Crawford, Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Justin Hummel, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Ms. Cristina Mathews, Dr. Francis Peters, and Mrs. Sandra Rupp.  Mr. Thomas Tobin was absent and excused from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Dr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.    
Others present were:  Mr. Bryan Christensen, Mr. Colton Hock, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mr. Michael Lester, Mr. Bill Snavely, and Mrs. Pam Szilagyi.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
No one wished to address the board at this time.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mr. Hock moved to approve the minutes of 18 July 2011 regular monthly meeting and the 1 August 2011 special meeting and work session.  Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mr. Hummel made the motion to approve the financial reports for July 2011, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the bills payable for 19 July 2011 – 15 August 2011, ranging from check #00030396 – check #00030642, including wire transfers totaling $203,724.08, in the amount of $1,012,317.64.  Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Hock moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund for 19 July 2011 – 15 August 2011, being check #00001682, totaling $187,642.12.  After Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion, it passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Project Fund 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve the bills payable for the Capital Project Fund for 19 July 2011 – 15 August 2011, ranging from check #00010517 – check #00010518, totaling $24,122.51.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT 
Dr. Curry reported to the school board that there is currently an Act 45 and 48 moratorium for two years for professional staff.  Also, because there is no money funding available, the district’s dual enrollment committee has been disbanded.  Additionally, the district is receiving a 10% discount on its workers’ compensation insurance because it is holding regular meetings of its district-wide safety committee.  Lastly, Dr. Curry reported that the middle school roof and window projects were coming along well.  
STUDENT REPRESENTATIVE’S REPORT 

Bloomsburg High School Sophomore Colton Hock was introduced as the new student representative to the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors.  He reported that the student council was already beginning to make plans for the upcoming school year and that it planned to be more active this year than in past years.  He said the group would be making the web site more active, as well.  
OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business to come before the board at this time.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Request 
Mr. Hummel made the motion to approve a Bloomsburg High School Ski Club trip to Rutland, Vermont from 8 March 2012 – 11 March 2012, at no cost to the district.  Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  

Mrs. Fiedler said she didn’t like the fact that students would be missing school time to attend this trip, and asked for verification that no substitute teachers would be needed, as was indicated on the form.  Ms. Mathews agreed with this sentiment, and Mr. Klingerman responded that there is more to school than just academics.  

After discussion, the motion passed by a voice vote of seven yes votes to one no vote (being Mrs. Fiedler).  
Approval of Change Order 
Mr. Hock made the motion to approve a change order for Hepco Construction, Incorporated to clean and reset six windowsills at the middle school, for a total cost of $669.00.  Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Bus Activity/Athletic Trip Mileage Rate 
Ms. Mathews made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve increasing the bus activity/athletic trip mileage rate from $2.10 in 2010-2011 to $2.13 in 2011-2012.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Professional Day-to-Day Substitutes

The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Paraprofessional Hourly Rate Revision 
Ms. Mathews made the motion, which Mrs. Crawford seconded, to approve approve revising Paraprofessional Madison Foulke’s hourly rate from $8.50 to $8.85, effective 16 August 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.
