MINUTES

Attendance 
A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, 6 September 2011, at Beaver-Main Elementary School, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Crawford, Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Justin Hummel, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Dr. Francis Peters, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Thomas Tobin.  Ms. Cristina Mathews was absent and excused from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Mr. Daniel Bonomo, Dr. Cosmas Curry, Mr. Marc Freeman, Mr. Chris Groody, Mr. Mike Upton, and Mr. Nick Wozniak.  
Others present were:  Ms. Melissa Everhart, Mr. Terry Everhart, Mr. Mike Lester, Mr. Travis Mowery, Ms. Denise Stone, and Mrs. Pam Szilagyi.    
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 

At this time, Mr. Travis Mowery addressed the school board regarding a bus stop issue.    
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Cost to Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Request
Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve a cost of $105.00 (for a professional substitute for 1.5 school days) for the Ski Club trip to Rutland, Vermont from 8 March 2012 – 11 March 2012.  Mr. Hock seconded this motion.  
During discussion, it was decided by the board that the Ski Club would need to cover the cost of substitute teachers.  

The motion passed by a voice vote of seven yes votes to one no vote (being Mrs. Fiedler).  

Acceptance of Healthy High 5 2011-2012 Grant 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Hummel, to accept a $10,000 Healthy High 5 grant for 2011-2012 for the Bloomsburg High School.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Real Estate Tax Exemption 
Mr. Hummel made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Tobin, to approve a real estate tax exemption for William Woznek, as per the letter from the Pennsylvania Office for Veterans Affairs.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Capital Reserve Transfer for 2010-2011 

Mr. Hock made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve the transfer of $200,000.00 from the General Fund to the Capital Reserve Fund as appropriated in the 2010-2011 budget for future district projects.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Homebound Instruction Requests 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve homebound instruction requests for two Bloomsburg High School students, retroactive to 22 August 2011 and lasting for a period of at least 20 school days.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

PERSONNEL 
Approval of Day-to-Day Professional Substitutes 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve the following individuals as day-to-day professional substitutes, effective 7 September 2011:  Nicholas Bilski, Paul Bowser, Anne Dent, Eric Eger, Richard Heydenreich (retired W.W. Evans Elementary School Teacher – retroactive to 22 August 2011), Pamela Jacks, Katherine Klingerman, Stephanie Lombardi, Shanna Ross, Mary Sciacchetano, Elizabeth Stout, and Jesse Stradnick.  The motion passed by a voice vote of seven yes notes and one abstention (being Mr. Klingerman, who abstained from the vote because Mrs. Katherine Klingerman is his wife).  

Approval/Acceptance of Personnel Items 

Mr. Tobin moved to approve/accept the following personnel items:  

· Approve the following long-term professional substitutes as indicated:  

· Rachel Dennison as a full-time middle school music substitute teacher, from approximately 8 December 2011 until 18 May 2012, at a rate of $75/day; 

· Jillette Andrews as a .4-time art substitute teacher at W.W. Evans Elementary School, effective 7 September 2011 through the end of the 2011-2012 school year, at a rate of $75/day; 

· Ryan Gibble as a .5-time substitute health and physical education teacher at W.W. Evans Elementary School, effective 7 September 2011 through the end of the 2011-2012 school year, at a rate of $75/day; 

· Carrie McClure as full-time middle school science substitute teacher, effective 7 September 2011 through the end of the 2011-2012 school year, at a rate of $75/day; and 

· Leanne Ryan as a .5-time substitute secondary school nurse, effective upon receipt of her emergency certificate through the end of the 2011-2012 school year, at a rate of $75/day.  

· Accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Middle School Personal Care Aide Melissa Yocum, retroactive to 17 August 2011; 

· Approve Melissa Everhart as the district’s Food Service Director, at an annual pro-rated salary of $45,000.00 and with benefits as per her contract, effective 3 January 2012; 

· Approve removing Julia Lehman from the classified staff furlough list and hiring her as a Personal Care Aide at Bloomsburg Middle School, at an hourly rate of $8.85 and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, retroactive to 22 August 2011;  

· Approve Dr. Cosmas Curry as the district’s Homeless Liaison as per the McKinney-Vento Homeless Act, now reauthorized and part of the No Child Left Behind Act, effective 7 September 2011; 

· Accept the resignation of Seventh-Grade Girls’ Basketball Coach Annette Isenberg, retroactive to 15 August 2011; 

· Approve Patricia Smith (retired Memorial Elementary School Speech Therapist) to provide speech therapy services for the Bloomsburg Area School District, at a rate of $25.00/hour, retroactive to 22 August 2011; and 

· Approve Mike Rubendall as a Volunteer Band/Drama Assistant for the 2011-2012 school year.  

Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

At 7:15 p.m., Mrs. Fiedler moved to adjourn the special meeting and move into the work session.  Mr. Hock seconded this motion, and it passed by a unanimous voice vote.
