NEW BUSINESS 
Acceptance of Donations 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to accept the following donations:  

· A check from the Barrett family to purchase the book “Passing the Music Down,” in memory of Carissa Barrett, to be placed in the Beaver-Main Elementary School library; 

· A copy of the book “Bloomsburg: The Aftermath of a Flood – September 2011,” compiled by Sonja Longenberger, to each of the five schools in the district; and 

· A $1,000 monetary donation from the American Legion for the purchase of a kicking net.

Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Request 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the following out-of-state/overnight field trip request:  

· Bloomsburg High School Student Council trip to Altoona, Pennsylvania from 10 November 2011 – 12 November 2012 for the Student Council State Conference, at an approximate cost to the district of $170.50.

Approval of Resolution Regarding PEMA/FEMA Assistance
