MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 21 November 2011, in the district office board room, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Crawford, Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Justin Hummel, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Ms. Cristina Mathews, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Thomas Tobin.  Dr. Francis Peters was absent and excused from the meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Dr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.    
Others present were:  Mrs. Marianne Fogelsanger, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, Mrs. Pam Szilagyi, Mrs. Donna Welliver, Mr. George Welliver, and Mr. Frank Williams (left at 7:01 p.m.).  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
At this time, Mr. Frank Williams from the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit (CSIU) acknowledged his gratitude to Dr. Peters for serving as a member of the CSIU board of directors from July 2009 to the present.  He gave Dr. Curry a gift of appreciation to give to Dr. Peters.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the minutes of 17 October 2011 regular monthly meeting, the 7 November 2011 special meeting and work session, and the 9 November 2011 special meeting.  Mr. Hock seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mr. Tobin made the motion to approve the financial reports for October 2011, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the bills payable for 17 October 2011 – 21 November 2011, ranging from check #00031017 – check #00031285, including wire transfers totaling $414,142.26, in the amount of $1,006,092.44.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Hummel.  A roll call vote was taken, and the motion passed unanimously.  

Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund for 18 October 2011 – 21 November 2011, ranging from check #00001689 – check #00001698, totaling $397,963.64.  The motion passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  
SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT 
Dr. Curry reported to the board that they would need to make a decision regarding Act 1 in either December or January.  Mr. Klingerman asked that the Act 1 resolution be taken to the school board, noting that the board could table the motion if it so desires.  Dr. Curry and Mr. Upton said the resolution and a draft preliminary budget should be taken to the board at the 19 December 2011 meeting.  
Dr. Curry also reported that the district has put together units of instruction, by grade level, for the elementary science curriculum.  The district has some pretty good options for science textbooks and materials, and they are currently being reviewed.  
Lastly, Dr. Curry reported that Mrs. Marianne Fogelsanger will be joining the board at the 5 December 2011 meeting.  

STUDENT REPRESENTATIVE’S REPORT 

There was no Student Representative Report, as Colton Hock was not in attendance at the meeting.  
OLD BUSINESS
Expulsion Hearing 
A motion to move into executive session for the purpose of an expulsion hearing was made by Mr. Hock and seconded by Mr. Hummel.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  The executive session lasted from 8:19 – 8:41 p.m.  The motion to move back into public session was made by Ms. Mathews, seconded by Mrs. Fiedler, and then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Expulsion of Bloomsburg Middle School Student A
At the 9 November 2011 special board meeting, Ms. Mathews had made the motion to expel Student A for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year, and Mr. Hock had seconded that motion.  That motion had been unanimously tabled until 21 November 2011, so as to allow the student and parent the opportunity to testify.  
Mr. Tobin made a motion to remove from the table the motion to expel Student A for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year, and Ms. Mathews seconded the motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

The motion to expel Student A for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year, having already been motioned and seconded, then passed by a roll call vote of six yes votes and two abstentions (being Mrs. Fiedler and Mr. Klingerman, both of whom abstained because they were not present for the hearing on 9 November 2011).  
Final Approval of Policies 200 and 201
Ms. Mathews made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve on final reading Policy 200: Enrollment in District and Policy 201: Admission of Beginners and Kindergarteners.  Before the voice vote, Mr. Klingerman stated that he would not be voting in favor of approving these two policies, as he did not think the Kindergarten tuition (regarding Policy 200) should be raised because it would likely mean less out-of-district students would attend BASD Kindergarten, and therefore the district would not bring in any tuition money (as opposed to the previous annual tuition rate, which brought in $3,000 per Kindergarten student).  The motion was then voted on via a voice vote, and passed by a vote of six yes votes to two no votes (being Mr. Klingerman and Mr. Tobin).

Reorganization Meeting/Work Session 

All meetings begin at 7:00 p.m. and are held in the district office board room, unless otherwise noted.  
Mrs. Fiedler seconded the motion, and the motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Offering Key Club to BHS Students 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Hummel, to approve offering Key Club to Bloomsburg High School students, with an annual stipend for the advisor to be funded by the Kiwanis Club.  

During discussion of this motion, Mrs. Crawford questioned if the Key Club Advisor would be getting “double pay” as a teacher and advisor, if the Key Club would be meeting during school hours.  She also questioned why some extracurricular activities are permitted to meet during school hours while others are not.  Dr. Curry responded that clubs usually meet during homerooms, not during actual class time.  Dr. Curry said he would get more information on this issue and share it with the board in December.  
Mrs. Crawford made a motion to table the motion, until the 19 December 2011 board meeting, to approve offering Key Club to Bloomsburg High School students, with an annual stipend for the advisor to be funded by the Kiwanis Club.  Mr. Tobin seconded this motion.  A voice vote was then taken, with five yes votes and three no votes (being Mr. Hock, Mr. Klingerman, and Mrs. Rupp).  The motion was tabled.  

Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Request 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Ms. Mathews, to approve the following out-of-state/overnight field trip request:  

· Bloomsburg High School Band to Boston, Massachusetts for the Music in the Parks Festival, from 25 May 2012 – 27 May 2012, at no cost to the district.  

The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Professional Day-to-Day Substitute 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Crawford, to approve CSIU Guest Teacher Valarie Anderson as a professional day-to-day substitute for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Classified Substitute 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to approve Ashley Miccio as a classified substitute, effective 22 November 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Support Teachers 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Crawford, to approve Jennifer Sirota as a support teacher for Carrie McClure and Kathy Irey as a support teacher for Mary Sciacchetano for the 2011-2012 school year, each at a stipend of $525.00 (7 units).  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.
