MINUTES

Attendance 
The annual reorganization meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Monday, 5 December 2011 in the district office board room, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were: Mrs. Bonnie Crawford, Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mrs. Marianne Fogelsanger, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Justin Hummel, Mr. David Klingerman, Ms. Cristina Mathews, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Thomas Tobin.

RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK
Foster Krupp addressed the board to voice his concern that the board had only suspended for seven days a student that he said threatened him and his brother with a knife on the way home from school.  Fenton Krupp also addressed the board, adding that the student who was expelled had twice told him he hated his brother and had a history of bullying.  Ethan Krupp said he had contacted the middle school and police upon learning of this event, and said he was upset that the board had not voted to expel the student for a year, as Dr. Curry had recommended.  He said that in light of another recent expulsion hearing which also involved a student possessing a weapon on school property and ended in an expulsion for that student for the remainder of the school year, the board needs to have and follow a consistent policy.  Lastly, Gayle Decker addressed the board to state that she is concerned for her daughter, who also walks to and from school, and who is a friend of Foster Krupp.  She said she is concerned for the safety of her daughter and for other students walking to and from school.  Mr. Klingerman said the board would take these comments into consideration and thanked those who had spoken during the public comment section of the board meeting.  
ADJOURN SINE DIE 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to adjourn sine die, and Mr. Hock seconded this motion.  An affirmative voice vote was then taken and the motion passed.  
ELECTION OF TEMPORARY PRESIDENT 
Mrs. Crawford made the motion for Mrs. Fiedler to serve as the temporary president, and Ms. Mathews seconded the nomination.  
Ms. Mathews then made the motion to close nominations, and Mr. Hummel seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

At this point, Mr. Hock moved to elect Mrs. Fiedler as the temporary president, and Mr. Hummel seconded the motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
ELECTION OF PRESIDENT 

Mrs. Fiedler asked for nominations for the position of board president.  Mr. Tobin nominated Mr. Hummel, and Ms. Mathews seconded the motion.  There were no other nominations.  

Ms. Mathews moved to close nominations, Mrs. Rupp seconded that motion, and the motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Ms. Mathews moved to elect Mr. Hummel as the board president for a one-year term, and Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Mr. Hummel then presided over the rest of the meeting.  He started by reading the certificates of election for the newly elected board members, who were Mrs. Fiedler, Mrs. Fogelsanger, Mr. Hock, Mr. Klingerman, Mrs. Rupp, and Mr. Tobin.  Mr. Hummel then administered the oath for these five board members.  
ELECTION OF VICE PRESIDENT 

Mr. Tobin nominated Mr. Hock as the board vice president, and Mr. Klingerman seconded this motion.  

There being no other nominations, Mrs. Fiedler moved to close nominations and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.   
Mr. Tobin then moved to elect Mr. Hock as the board vice president for a one-year term, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
ELECTION OF CMAVTS JOINT OPERATING COMMITTEE MEMBER
Mr. Tobin nominated Mr. Hummel for the position of Columbia-Montour Area Vocational-Technical School Joint Operating Committee member, to complete Dr. Peters’ term to expire 2 December 2012.  Mr. Hock seconded this motion.  

There being no other nominations, Mr. Tobin moved to close nominations, and Mrs. Crawford seconded the motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Mr. Tobin moved to elect Mr. Hummel to the position of Columbia-Montour Area Vocational-Technical School Joint Operating Committee member, to complete Dr. Peters’ term to expire 2 December 2012.  Ms. Mathews seconded this motion, and it went on to pass by a unanimous voice vote.  

ELECTION OF CMAVTS JOINT OPERATING COMMITTEE ALTERNATE MEMBER
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Ms. Mathews, to elect Mrs. Fogelsanger as the Columbia-Montour Area Vocational-Technical School Joint Operating Committee alternate member.  
There being no other nominations, Ms. Mathews moved to close nominations, and Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Ms. Mathews then made the motion to approve Mrs. Fogelsanger as the Columbia-Montour Area Vocational-Technical School Joint Operating Committee alternate member.  Mr. Hock seconded this motion, and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

ELECTION OF CSIU BOARD MEMBER
Mr. Hock nominated Ms. Mathews for the position of Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit board member, to complete Dr. Peters’ term, through June 2014.  Mr. Tobin seconded the motion.  

As there were no other nominations, Mrs. Rupp moved to close nominations, and Mrs. Fiedler seconded this motion.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Mr. Tobin then moved to elect Ms. Mathews for the position of Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit board member, to complete Dr. Peters’ term, through June 2014.  After Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion, it passed by a unanimous voice vote.

MEMBER, REGION 6 REPRESENTATIVE 
Mr. Hummel appointed Mrs. Fiedler to the position of PSBA Legislative Chairperson, Member, Region 6 Representative, from 6 December 2011 – 2 December 2012.  
AMENDMENT OF AGENDA
At this point in the meeting, Mrs. Fogelsanger made the motion, which Mrs. Fiedler seconded, to amend the meeting agenda to add Item E: Approval of Professional Staff Leave of Absence under Personnel.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Acceptance of Athletic Coach Resignation
Ms. Mathews made the motion, which Mrs. Crawford seconded, to accept the resignation of Head Girls’ Varsity Soccer Coach Howard Andy, retroactive to 17 November 2011.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Athletic Coach 
Mr. Tobin made the motion, which was seconded by Mr. Hock, to approve Danny Roeder as a Volunteer Elementary Wrestling Coach for the 2011-2012 season.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Substitute Bus Drivers 
Ms. Mathews made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve the following individuals as substitute bus drivers for the remainder of the 2011-2012 school year:  Stacie Bond, MS Bond Busing; Michael Davis, FishingCreek Transportation; and Rose Law, FishingCreek Transportation.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Classified Staff Transfer
