MINUTES

Attendance

The regular monthly meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of School Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, 16 February 2010, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag.  Directors in attendance were:  Mrs. Bonnie Crawford, Mrs. Bonnie Fiedler, Mr. Brent Hock, Mr. Justin Hummel, Mr. David Klingerman Jr., Dr. Francis Peters, Mrs. Sandra Rupp, and Mr. Thomas Tobin.  Mr. Dennis Kuczynski was absent from the meeting, as he was attending the Columbia-Montour AVTS Joint Operating Committee’s monthly meeting.  
Bloomsburg Area School District administrators in attendance were:  Dr. Cosmas Curry and Mr. Michael Upton.  
Others present were: Mr. Joseph Chyko, Mrs. Gloria Davis, Ms. Stephanie Kessler, and Mr. Jonathan Pass.  
RECOGNITION OF VISITORS & PERSONS WISHING TO SPEAK 
Mr. Jonathan Pass introduced himself to the school board as a new news reporter with WHLM Radio.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the minutes of the 18 January 2010 regular monthly Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors’ meeting and the 1 February 2010 special meeting and work session.  Mrs. Rupp seconded the motion.  The motion to approve the minutes then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
FINANCIAL REPORTS 
Approval of Financial Reports 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve the financial reports for January 2010, and Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  The motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Bills Payable 

Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Rupp, to approve the bills payable for 19 January 2010 – 16 February 2010, ranging from check #00026918 - #00027091, including wire transfers amounting to $300,510.96, in the amount of $912,974.75.  
In discussing the bills payable, Mrs. Fiedler said she would like to see a year-end report on the effectiveness of Study Island.  

Mrs. Fiedler questioned why the district was paying $80 in dues for football coaches to be part of PSFCA.  She made the motion to remove check #00027048, in the amount of $80.00, to PSFCA, and Mrs. Crawford seconded the motion.  The motion to amend the original motion (removing check #00027048) was voted down, by a vote of three yes votes to five no votes (being Mr. Hock, Mr. Klingerman, Dr. Peters, Mrs. Rupp, and Mr. Tobin).  
The original motion to approve all the bills payable was approved by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Approval of Bills Payable for the Capital Reserve Fund 
Mr. Klingerman moved to approve the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund from 19 January 2010 – 16 February 2010, from check #00001630 – check #00001632, totaling $7,174.10.  Mrs. Rupp seconded this motion.  
Mr. Tobin suggested the board consider going to a town council or zoning board meeting to request an exception to the $4,200.60 building/demolition permit for the bleachers at Panther Stadium.  Mr. Hock then made a motion to approve the Capital Reserve Fund bills, with the exception of check #00001631, in the amount of $4,200.60, to the Town of Bloomsburg, and to table approving check #00001631 until the school board had requested an exception from the town.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion.  
In the discussion that followed, Dr. Curry said the district will need the permit by the end of March 2010 in order for the bleacher project to stay on schedule.  Mr. Hummel said the district should not delay in applying for the permit, and that it should approve paying the permit fee that night.  Mr. Klingerman suggested the board could approve paying the permit fee that evening, and then go to the zoning board to request the exception, retroactively.  
The motion to remove check #00001631 failed by a unanimous voice vote.  

The motion to approve all the bills payable for the Capital Reserve Fund then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

REPORTS 

Superintendent’s Report 

Dr. Curry reported that the Keystone Examinations, which will affect graduation requirements, will be effective with the Class of 2015, and that once details are available, he will report back to the board at a future work session.  Dr. Curry also reported that the junior high wrestling team has had a successful year so far.  He shared a letter with the board thanking the National Honor Society and art students who helped clean up after TreeFest.  It was reported that the 2006-2007 and 2007-2008 state audit had been conducted from 14 December 2009 – 4 February 2010.  There was one finding concerning a teacher whose certification had lapsed, but Dr. Curry said that situation had been fixed and that a new system was in place for checking teacher certification.  Forfeiture of subsidy will be approximately $1,141.00, and will be passed on to the teacher.  Lastly, Dr. Curry informed the board that Fred Bennett, owner of FishingCreek Transportation, had offered to take school board members on a tour of their facility.  Dr. Curry said he would relay the details to the board once the tour was scheduled.  

OLD BUSINESS 
There was no old business to be conducted at this time.  
NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Requests 
Mr. Hock made the motion, which Mrs. Rupp seconded, to approve the following two out-of-state/overnight field trip requests:  

· Softball trip to State University of New York (SUNY) in Cortland, New York on 5 & 6 March 2010, for an intensive softball training camp, at an approximate cost to the district of $178.20; and 

· Forensics trip to Susquehanna University for the PHSSL State Championship on 12 & 13 March 2010, at no cost to the district.  

Mr. Upton noted that on the softball trip request form, it was indicated the team would be renting a 15-passenger van, which is not legal.  Coach Chris Malatesta would be advised of this.  

After noting the cost for the forensics trip was worded incorrectly in the motion, Mr. Tobin moved to amend the motion so instead of stating “at no cost to the district,” it read “at a cost to the district not to exceed $800.00.”  Mr. Klingerman seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

The amended motion then passed by a unanimous voice vote. 
Approval of Proposed Preliminary Budget 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve the Bloomsburg Area School District’s 2010-2011 proposed preliminary budget in the amount of $22,915,701.33, as presented at the 18 January 2010 meeting, and Mr. Hummel seconded the motion.  
Mr. Hock said he did not think there were enough concessions in the budget, considering the local economic climate.  

A voice vote was taken, with seven yes votes and one no vote (being Mr. Hock).  The motion passed.

Approval of Classified Substitute 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Jean Anne Vincent as a classified substitute, at a rate of $7.25/hour, effective upon receipt of her Act 114 and 151 clearances and tuberculosis test results.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.
