A special meeting of the Bloomsburg Area School District Board of Directors was called to order at 7:00 p.m. on Tuesday, 6 April 2010, in the Bloomsburg Middle School library, followed by the pledge to the flag. NEW BUSINESS 
Approval of Out-of-State/Overnight Field Trip Requests 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to approve a Bloomsburg High School Drama Club trip to New York City, New York on 9 June 2010, at no cost to the district, a Bloomsburg High School Chorus trip to Baltimore, Maryland on 12 May 2010, at an approximate cost to the district of $70, and two Bloomsburg High School students trip to PMEA All-State Band and Conference in Pittsburgh, Pennsylvania, from 21 April 2010 – 24 April 2010, at an approximate cost to the district of $1,382.00.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.

Approval of Professional Substitutes 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which Mr. Hummel seconded, to approve the following individuals as day-to-day professional substitutes for the remainder of the 2009-2010 school year:  Katherine Bluff, Greg Davis, and Nicole Sanchez.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Athletic Coach 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve Christopher Badalucco as a Volunteer Elementary and Junior High Wrestling Coach for the 2009-2010 school year.  Mrs. Crawford seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Acceptance of Professional Resignation 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion, which was seconded by Mrs. Crawford, to accept the resignation of Bloomsburg Middle School Life Skills Teacher Stephanie Gardner, effective at the end of the 2009-2010 school year, to include Extended School Year (ESY).  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Professional Staff Leave of Absence 
Mrs. Fiedler moved to approve a leave of absence for First-Grade Memorial Elementary School Teacher Erin Serrano, effective on or about 21 May 2010 through approximately 24 September 2010.  Mrs. Crawford seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Transportation Contractors 
Dr. Peters made the motion, which Mr. Hummel seconded, to approve contracting with Darryll and Jennifer Purnell and Deb Kingland for the transporting of their children to and from school each day, at the IRS-approved mileage reimbursement rate of $.50/mile.  The motion passed by a unanimous voice vote.  
Approval of Paraprofessional 
Mr. Hummel moved to approve Candice McGaw as a paraprofessional at Bloomsburg Middle School and Bloomsburg High School, at a rate of $7.25/hour and with benefits as per the negotiated contract, pending receipt of her Act 114 Clearance and her tuberculosis test results, with a start date of 12 April 2010.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion, which then passed by a unanimous roll call vote.  

Acceptance of Classified Staff Resignation 
Mrs. Fiedler made the motion to accept the resignation of Memorial Elementary School Custodian Benjamin Kline, with his last day of work being 30 April 2010.  Dr. Peters seconded this motion and it then passed by a unanimous voice vote.  

Approval of Professional Staff Transfers
